BRIGHAM YOUNG.

Hla Death-History—Character—And 
Probable Successor.

By the death of Brigham Young on 
Wednesday, 31st ult., this generation 
loses one of its roost remarkable men. 
Regarding Mormonism as an essen­
tially false belief nnd encumbered 

âwith an Institution—Poligamy—ab­
horrant to the American people, so 
much mightier do the achievements 
of this man appear in building up an 
empire of his own in the midst of 
hostile influences.

His youth and his early manhood 
were spent on his fathers farm, In 
Wittingham, Vt, In healthful toil, 
and it was not until he was thirty-one 
years old that he first heard preached 
the doctrines which were to shape his 
future. The preachy was Samuel H. 
Smith, a brother of the Prophet, a 
roan of rough and homely eloquence, 
and of much of that animal magnet­
ism which attracts uncultured audi­
ences.

In September, 1832, having been 
previously baptized by Bleazer Miller, 
Brigham joined the Mormon brethren 
at Kirkland, Ohio. Shrewd, ready, 
quick-witted, enthusiastic as well as 
practical, the new convert speedily 
rose among his new associaces. In a 
community where ignorance was the 
rule, his ignorance passed unnoticed, 
while his confidence in hjmsclf, his 
power to read the nature of his fellow 
men like the pages of an open book, 
and his devotion to the religion of the 
Latter Day Saints soon raised him 
into a commanding position. He 
had not long been a member of the 
Church before he was ordained an 
elder, and began to preach the most 
stirring sermons the infant Church 
had ever listened to. Jiis intimate 
friend, Joseph Smithy the prophet, 
pronounced him a 41 chosen vessel," 
and from that day forth he became a 
power among the Mprraons.

In 1834, Smith led the Ohio Colony 
into Jackson county, Missouri, where 
another colony of the saints had just 
been driven, under circumstances of 
peouliar hardship. On reluming to 
Kirkland, Ohio, after an adventurous 
journey, marked with suffering and 
death, Brigham was received with 
open arms, and early in 1835 was 
ordained one of the Twelve Apostles, 
Smith having received from Heaven 
a special revelation, pointing out 
Brigham Young as one of the pillars 
of the Church. The ordination con­
sisted of the laying on of the hands 
of the three witnesses to the Book of 

, Mormon. It may be mentioned here 
that these three Saints subsequently 
renounced Mormonism.

When the twelve were sent to 
preach the Gospel according to Mor­
mon to the outer heathen, Brigham 
Young travelled through the Eastern 
States, and was the most successful 
preacher of them all. His presence 
was commanding, his speech fluent, 
if not polished, and his earnestness 
and vigor contagious. If he did not 
believe what he preached, he acted 
his part so well that none discovered 
bis secret.

In 1639, Brigham, still faithful 
where so many had proved false, was 
sent by the prophet to preach in 
England. He was penniless, friend­
less and alone, and suffered much 
during the two years he spent in 
England. Still, supported by the 
charity of his audiences, he made 
thousands of converts, shipped 769 
new Mormons to Smith, established 
the Millennial Star, a Mormon organ 
which lived for many years, and es­
tablished a number of ehtirclics.

In 1844 Smith was shot. Brigham 
was then In Boston. The twelve 
apostles were scattered far and wide. 
Nanvoo was threatened by Hie Gen­
tiles. Troops were in arms, and 
rumors of coming trouble flew thick 
and fast. Sidney Rigdon, who was 
the legal successor of Jdscph Smith, 
assumed the mantle ofuhe prophet 
and began to peddle .dispensations, 
coiifer eiiclow'ments, and dictate In 
every way to the saints It was the 
rule of a weak man, and was destined 
to be short lived. Suddenly Brigham 
appeared, and Rigdon's power crum­
bled into dust. He denounced Rigdon 
as a fraud and a hypocrite ; declared 
that his revelations were from the 
devil ; and finally hurled upon him 
anathema after anathema. The re­
sult was an election that wiped Rig­
don out and made Brigham Young 
the Mormon ruler. Those who had 
voted against him the new prophet 
cursed and cut off, and by a well- 
devised system of rewards and pun­
ishments he soon inspired love in the 
hearts of his friends and fear In the 
hearts of his enemies. Under his 
rule the tern pleut Ngnvoo was com­
pleted, bishops were sent abroad to 
gather new converts, and the sect 
rapidlv gathered strength.

Even at the time lie assumed the 
leadership, Brigham saWtbat Smith's

Erophccies about Nauvun were not to 
8 fulfilled. He began to prepare his 

people for migration. The building 
of the temple still proceeded, but the 
movement had been decided upon. 
In 1846, ill the middle of winter, the 
Mormons blindly followed their chief 
into the wilderness, crossing over the 
Mississippi on the ice, their destina­
tion being “ somewhere in the Rocky 
Mountains/' Poor and badly provi­
ded, but upheld by their belief in 
their religion, nnd their confidence in 
their leader, they pressed steadily 
forward, comparing themselves to the 
children of "Israel. They made their 
winter quaitere In Iowa. Here the 
lack of money began to bo felt. The 
United Slates having offered a boun­
ty of $20,000 for a regiment, Brigham 
ordered certain hundreds of bis fol­
lower» to enlist, and they did ao. 
Thus supplied Brigham took 143

men and reached Salt Lake oo July 
24, 1847. Leaving a part of hia 
force to begin farming operations, he 
returned. Cholera, fever and ague, 
and other diseases were rapidly mow- 
tog down hia followers.

On the 24th of December, 1847, 
Brigham was chosen “President of 
the Chumh of Jesus Christ of Latter 
Day Sainte in all the World,” but 
not without much opposition from 
many of the members of the Church, 
who held the memory of Smith in 
doep veneration. Hia first counsel­
lors were Heber, Chase, Kimball and 
Willard Richards. His next step 
was to move hie povery-strioken con­
gregation 1,030 miles through a wild 
country to the Canaan of their hopes. 
They made the journey, but they 
blazed their way with the graves of 
their dead. Of Ibe trials of the first 
two years In their new home bnilittle 
need be said. By unwavering zeal, 
constant industry nnd indomitable 
pluck they soon placed themselves in 
acomparatively comfortable position.

In 1850 the Mormons became an­
xious for admission to the Union. 
They accordingly drew up a consti­
tution of a State which they wiehed 
to eall Deseret, and send delegates to 
Washington. Congress granted them 
a territorial government under the 
name of Utah, and President Fillmore 
appointed Brigham the first Govern­
or.

From 1850 to 1854 the growth of 
the church was rapid, both as to 
numbers and wealth. Almost every 
country in Europe sent Its quota to 
swell the .number. Villages grew 
into towns, towns into cities. The 
capital, Salt Lake City, daily in­
creased in size and importance. 
Brigham inculcated constant in­
dustry. In hia creed, to be idle was 
to be vicious ; and so all worked.

In 1854 a Governor, not a Mormon', 
was appointed, and Brigham began 
to show an inclination to resist. For 
three years the Territory was in an 
unsettled condition. The saints, 
acting upon the orders of Brigham, 
committed many crimes, the most 
revolting-of which was the Mountain 
Meadow massacre. In 1857 Presi­
dent Pierce appointed Alfred Gum­
ming Governor of Utah, and sent 
with him a force 2,500 soldiers. 
Brigham submitted with a bad grave. 
As he controlled the courts, the 
juries and all elective offices, the 
power ol the new Governor was of 
the slightest. He could plan re­
forms, but he pould not carry them 
oat.

It was not until the Salt Lake 
colony had been fairly started that 
Brigham proclaimed the “ celestial 
law of marriage,” which sanctioned 
polygamy. He said that Joseph 
Smith had had a revelation in 1843 
directing him to promulgate this 
doctrine ; hut that he had failed to 
do so because of the troubled times 
in the church. Smith's,widow and 
liis sons pronounced this a false­
hood, but the power of Brigham, 
chiming in with the wishes and in­
clinations of his people, soon made 
polygamy an institution. There was 
a schism in the church, but the Smith 
faction was speedily driven to the 
wall.

Of Brigham's later years little 
need be said. Keen and far-sigbtod 
he piloted hia people through all 
their troubles into a haven of pro­
sperity such as no peorle ever at­
tained in so brief a apace of time 
He neither spared himself nor other*

Watch and work," not “ Watcn 
and pray,” was his motto Brigham 
Young was one of tho moat far- 
seeing and enterprising men in the 
country, lie never lost an op­
portunity. By the establishment of 
the Zion co-operative stores, the 
working of mines, the purchase of 
property in places likely to grow 
rapidly and by hisrailroud operations, 
he accumulated one of the largest 
fortunes In the United States. Good 
authorities say that there is scarcely 
a city or town in the region over 
which he so long ruled in which he 
diil not own property. By a system 
of tithe collecting, he made the 
people contribute directly to his 
coffers. The tithes were for the 
church, it is trne, hut Brigham was 
the church. In the early days of the 
Vacille Railroad lie took a deep 
interest in the scheme, and was 
afterward a contractor for a portion 
of it. That he had confidence In 
the stability of tiro national Gov­
ernment is shown by the fact that he 
was a large holder of bonds purchased 
in the early years of the war.

In person Brigham Young was, 
until 
portly
pointed but affable, especially to 
strangers, by whom his courtesy 
was admired. He talked friendly 
and in an oil-band style, occasional- 
y ornamenting his conversation 
with some quaint epigram or 
quotation from the Mormon Bible. 
Of Ilia pulpit oratory one who knew 
him well says :

1 have seen him bring an audience 
to their feet and draw out thunder­
ing responses moru than once. 
Sermons that appear a mere farcical 
rodomontade have been powerful 
when they were spoken by him. 
His manner Is pleasing and un-

very gallingly to Salt Lake audiences, 
who ^understand the allusions and 
and recognize the partie», seems 
ridiculous when read. Even on 
reading, after denuding his sermons 
of the ridiculous and obscure, there 
la an evident vein of strong, practical 
sense. They are, however, much 
garbled in printing,- and are still 
more coarse end profane when 
spoken. Brigham has no education. 
He never writes his letters, merely 
dictates them. This was also the 
custom of i. Smith.
BRIOHAM YOUNg's PROBABI.E SUC­

CESSOR.
That youngest of Brigham’s three 

eons. John W., will be the1 next 
President of tbe Mormon Church is, 
in this condition of things, morally 
certain. He will be acceptable to 
the believing Mormons if Brigham 
says so, and to tho unbelieving 
Mol mons because he is better than 
any of the other» who could be 
chosen for the position. He is a 
young roan who has travelled a great 
deal, and, since the building of the 
Pacific Railroad, has made railroad 
building hla profession. During the, 
last five years he has lived more in 
New York and Philadelphia than in 
Utah, lie has come in contact 
with business men and capitalists 
both in the Pacific and Atlantic 
States, and would be remarked for 
his gentlemanly bearing wherever 
he might be. He enjoys refinement 
and the best society, and by a 
stranger he would never be suspected 
of being the heir presumptive to the 
Mormon throne. It seemed a short 
time ego that he had abandoned his 
father’s faith. Previous to his as­
sociations with the Gentiles he had 
three handsome wives, the last of 
whom turned his heart from poly­
gamy, He gave the first * divorce, 
as she had desired ; tho second -had 
only a church marriage with him, 
and as she could not get a divorce, 
be made her a handsome allowance 
nnd lived a monogamie life, chiefly 
in Philadelphia, though ho was a 
largo portion of Ills time a guest of 
the St. Nicholas, in your city. He 
returned here about a year ego, and 
his father elevated him to his right 
hand nnd made him his first counsel­
lor, and lie developes back again to 
a faithful saint. It is reported that 
he has renewed his maitial felicities 
with his second wife, and it is said 
has also taken to wife tbe young 
widow of hia deceased elder brother.

Buried Treasure.

YOUNOEB BROTHERS 6XARCH FORE 
STALLED BY THE ELDER’» STRENGTH.

Hamilton, Ont.. August 30.—For 
forty years the story that treasure 
lay hid In the township of Burford 
has been current, not only in these 
parts but throughout Western Ont. 
In 1837, during the troublous times 
in Upper Canada, when William 
Lyon Mackenzie was contending for 
responsible government, Bill Leonard 
a teamster, was despatched from tho 
city to London, Ont., with a keg of 
silver for the use of the officer in 
command of the royal forces there. 
Bill turned up in London alt right, 
and delivered several packages con­
signed to private persons there, bat 
he was short the keg. The officer 
who had been told that the money 
was in Bill’s care, determined to have 
him arrested for larceny, tint Leonard 
suddenly left the country, crossing 
tbe river st Windsor into Michigan, 
where he died shortly after. On his 
deathbed, ao the story goes, he told 
a farmer named Anderson by whom 
he was employed, nnd who sub­
sequently moved to Portage County, 
O., that he had hidden tiro keg off 
the Hamilton road, in Burford. He 
also gave Anderson a rude sketch of 
the spot. Anderson ofien told his 
family that he would he rich some 
day. hut he died poor enough in 
1857. He left a sealed envelope 
with a lawyer, with instructions to 
deliver it to his two sons when the 
youngest came of age. This event 
occurred last year, and the young 
man duly received the letter, which 
proved to he Bill Leonard’s sketch 
of the place where the keg was 
buried. Three weeks ago the younger 
came to Cathcarl, In the township of 
Burford, and told some of the 
villagers the nature of his mission. 
A lew days ago young Anderson with 
his friends began work at the place 
indicated, about a mile from Garth- 
cart. They found a stone a little

t____ ___ ____  ____= below the surface, just as Bill
il oVercomo by age, large and Leonard had said, and on rolling it 
Uy. In conversation he was away come upon the keg which

contained two American half-dollars 
of the coinage of 1828. Closer 
examination revealed the fact that 
the keg had been quite recently 
handled, and Anderson accused some 
of the Cathcart people to whom he 
communicated the secret of having 
forestalled him ; but the villagers ssv 
that a man answering the descrip­
tion Of his elder brother suddenly 
came to Carthcart and as suddenly 
disappeared last November.

Mew Horrors of War.

Barbarities on the Increase,

Lieut. Col. Braokenhnry, of the 
Royal Artillery, engaged as a special 
military correspondent to the London 
Time» writes :—

“ We all feel sorry for the poor 
fellows who are driven to fight 
against a warlike nation from the 
north, instead of cultivating roses. 
But the pity becomes mingled with 
a sterner sense of justice when later 
we find murdered Bulgarian peasants 
strewing the ground with their 
throats cat from ear to ear, and 
others with gashes on their beads 
and skull» dashed in. But again 
comes the recoil to pity when Prince 
Wichtenstein rides up and says that 
the Bulgarians are murdering tho 
wounded Turks; the slaves acting 
like all other enslaved people when 
they escape from, Ibe lash of the 
master. This war is not an affair of 
civilization, but of horror upon 
horror. The Russian officers do si! 
they can to prevent atrocities of every 
sort. According to regulation the 
inhabitants, whether Turks or 
Bulgarians, are treated with mercy 
and consideration ; the eodo is 
milder than that of l lie Prussians, 
bnt the Russian soldier looks on tho 
Turk as nn animal whom he has to 
chase and kill. Discipline prevents 
the Russians from committing ex 
cesses, but the Bulgarians have not 
the same obedience to orders, and 
have felt the Turkish yoke. They 
will kill if they can. Among tiro 
Russian officers it is said, “Wc 
began by making war on. the Turks 
for the sake of thé Bulgarians ; we 
shell end by making wsr on tiro 
Bulgarians for the sake of the 
Turks." When later we passed 
haok over the field j)f ha! tie to visit 
the wounded the Bulgarian peasants 
were pillaging the dead, and were 
driven from their foul woik by in­
dignant commands and a threat of 
Cossack whips. The position of the 
future ruler of Bulgaria will be ex­
tremely difficult. But what is to ho 
expected from a people who liavo 
been enslaved for centuries, to whom 
military service—the true fountain 
of honour—has been forbidden, 
whose women have been the property 
of tlieir mastei a? I assert from ray 
own knowledge that one of the chief 
quarrels the Bulgarian men have 
with the Turks Is that tlieir wives 
and daughters are violated by tlieir 
masters, and in many eases are left 
in the towns to bear children of 
shame and abhorrence. For these 
things execution is being done, yet 
done by judges who lack power to 
guide always the hand of the minister 
ofjustice. I write tiro truth, as I 
see it, without fear or favour. The 
Russian officers abhor all these 
atrocities on the one side as on tiro 
other ; but situated as this column is 
at this moment., with enemies on all 
sides, completely separated-from ail 
base of supplies nnd from nil help, 
the powers of every man being 
strained to come through in safety, 
it Is impossible to organize n proper 
system of military police."

The special correspondent of the 
Edinburgh Scotsman, who was with 
General Gourkho in his hold ride 
through Sliipka Pass, writing from 
that officer’s headquarters August 1, 
says :—

“ Within thirty yards of where 1 
had sought repose during the few 
hours of night, 1 came upon a house, 
the walls still intact, but with some 
of the woodwork still smoldering. 
Such scenes, alas I had during the 
past ten days been but too common, 
ami I would have passed it by un­
heeded but that a sickening stench 
excited my curiosity, and 1 peeped 
tn at what had been the door. It is 
no exaggeration to say that what 
little hair I had left on my head rose 
with revolting terror at tiro awful 
sight prresented to. me. The shell 
of tiro house inclosed a mass-of burned 
Bulgarians! Swollen, bluckeued 
corpses on a battle field, mutilated 
trunks, impaled babies, crucified 
women, females cat open—nil had I 
seen ; yet none possessed half the 
terrible horror of this ghastly com 
mingling of charred skeletons and 
half-consumned bodies, Only part 
of them were exposed, for the roof 
bad fallen in on the sontli side, and 
covered more than half the floor 
space ; but in the heap nearest tho 
door I counted the remains of 83 
human beings, besides tiro dis­
connected limbs of many more. 
They were of all ages and of 
both sexes. On tiro day before 
at the capture of Yenl-Zaglira, tiro 
Turks in the town had risen upon 
the Bulgarians and driven them into 
houses se’ectcd for the purpose, then 
surrounded the houses, set them on 
fire, and made of the Bulgarian 
wretches a burnt offering to tlieir 
vengeance. Here, near the door, 
was tho blackened-eorjis: of a man 
who had tried to force the door while 
the flames were circling overhead, but 
he had been shot in the chest, as 
could be seen from tiro bullet hole in 
the charred flesh. There wae a skele­
ton, the vertebriB of which had been 
literally 36rled n ; another body was 
doubled qp with the most expressive 
"contortions; a fourth, apparently 
that of a woman, had In agony 
clasped the nock of a fifth at ita side. 
Over against this heap were several 
with Ibe bones of the legs drawn up, 
the skull thrown back, and grinning 
fleshloss in the most horrible mann.r. 
The remains of youths and babes 
were also I bore, legs and arms bent 
and twisted past all resemblance to 
human' form ; while limbs and ekulle 
alrewn here and there showed Hint 
hacked bodies of tho dead men had

hern thrown into the terrible furnace 
with the living. Further up tiro 
village was another hideous pile; bnt 
words fail me, and the heart tarns 
sick at the very remembrance of it. 
Here 1 counted the remains of 27 
human beings."

The London Spectator of A«g. 4, 
says : “ The most terrible details of 
all are, however, from Yeni-Zaghra 
Wo can only refer to tiro Times of 
Thursday for details. Suffice it that 
at tiro first house they visited—this 
is all personal narration by an Eng­
lishman, and the writer was accom­
panied by a 4 gentleman of high 
position in the diplomatic service’— 
they learned from bystanders bow its 
mistress had been first violated and 
then buried In a heap of manure. 
4 Hearsay ! ’ Yes, this was hearsay, 
but they dug therein and found the 
horrid proof in the corpse of tho fair 
white woman, foully dishonored both 
in death and burial. Then prooeeds 
the tale. In one place a woman’s 
chemise saturated witli blood ; in 
another, 4 a young, fair woman, dis­
honored, slain, and then thrown aver 
the corpses of two men who had de­
fended lier in vain ; in another the 
corpse of a man treated in a manner 
4 that does not admit of description,’ 
and so on. One woman was pointed 
out, of social rank and remarkable 
beauty, who had bien outraged so 
publicly that it was Impossible own 
to throw over her the decent veil of 
silence ; and, in shoit, to quote hia 
own words again, ‘the universal 
testimony of all the Bulgarians is 
that tho women were violated in 
nearly every house.' "

A Capital Story.

HOW BOXING CLASS WAS BROKEN UP.

There was some extraordinary fno 
tiro other day at Virginia city 
gymnasium À boxing-class had 
been formed, consisting often pupils. 
8„me wag connected with the 
Institution conceived tiro idea of 
getting up a riot in tho class. He 
went about it in a novel and in­
genious wav. Before the hour for 
tiro class meeting he bored a hole 
through the ceiling and let down a 
rope, to the'end of which he fastened 
a canvas bag filled with sand. Above 
he had a confederate manipulating 
the rope.
