Petition of Salmon Fishermen

Extract Jrom 1 Fishing and Shooting,’ Feb­
ruary 4th, 1882.

The following petition to the Hon. 
Sir Charles H. Tupper, Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries of Canada, is now 
being circulated :—

The undersigned owners and lessees 
of fishing privileges in Canada respect­
fully represent that of late salmon 
have become more and more scarce 
each year in the Canadian rivers, and 
that unless the Dominion Government 
shall promptly adopt some decided and 
effective measures to enable a larger 
number of salmon to sa?ey[ reach their 
spawning ground, great danger of ex­
termination of the species will be in­
curred.

We believe the present requirement, 
that the nets shall bo raised from Satur­
day eveningtill Monday mo, .ing sffords 
inadequate opportunity for a fair pro­

portion of the fish to ssfely reach their 
spawc'ng grounds. Considering the 
g eat (xtent of shore line along, which 
me perfected net appliances now in use 
are set, the proportion of fish which can 
escape them must be small. This is 
sufficiently proved by the fact, observed 
by all anglers, that a large percentage 
of the salmon which reach fresh water 
arc disfigured and scarred from contact 
wi ll the nets from which they Lave 
escaped. *

We therefore respectfully petition that 
all salmon nets and traps be hereafter 
raised during three successive days and 
nights of each week, which shall be the 
same stated three days and three nights 
for all nets.

We believe that the ultimate interests, 
of the net fishermen (by whom alone 
objection would be otiered) would not 
in reality be prejudiced should our 
petition be granted.

Eventually they must be actually 
benefited by allowing a larger number 
of fish to cast their spawn and thus 
increase the now diminishing supply.

We beg your attention to the fact 
that Anglers pay liberally for their 
fishing privileges, and are compelled to 
guard and protect the salmon whilst in 
fresh water ; and in consequence of the 
very small proportion of salmon taken 
by Anglers, as compared with the large 
number taken by net fishermen, wc 
believe we are entitled to a more favor­
able consideration.

In presenting this petition, we submit 
therefore that we ask nothing but what 
coincides with the interests of the 
government, as seeking the greatest 
good to the community it represents, 
and nothing more than a fairer division 
of the time between netters and anglers.

An 1 we respectfully piay that our 
petV.ion be granted for the common 
benefit of all concerned.

Tee above peti.ion has been sent os 
with a request that we publish it, which 
we certainly have no objection to do 
even though we are not at all favorable 
to the prayer of such a petition being 
omplied with, not considering such a 

move as the one proposed to be at ail in 
the interests of ih° neb flshergieu. We 
are certain that any move to curtail the | 
tinr: of flailing lo ©re half of the week 
will meet with the strenuous opposition 
of the fishermen on the Miraroiclv, 
to say nothing of those of other places,1 
and it is in their interest wc insert the 
above petition so that they may know | 
what is being done to curtail their 
righ's so that th y nr-y take the 
Kf.c ssa.ry »>ps to prw..u* - u< h u c îy- 
euoiina ion.

Much interest iesmcs to be manifest- 
td by the Imperial Authorities in this 
Route by way of Halifax; how much 
more so should it be, when as good and 
ss safe n port in every fciim' of flic ward 
can be located some miles nearer England 
and 30.1 miles by rail nearer the Pacific. 
These are, Mr. Editor, fact», and deny 
them who can. My motive for showing 
this port up in its trite light, is not a 
selfish one, but rather for the benefit of 
the sirenly overtaxed people of this 
Dominion, and England as Well. The 
relations between the tax [layers of a 
Couuliy and the Government, are simply 
these; the Government are the guardians 
of the punpVx money, the tax payers’ 
Hankers, and this money should he ex­
pended with economy, prudence, and a 
jealous eye, but I fear this is not judi­
ciously done at all times, it would be well 
tor people of a country wlierin Govern­
ment contracts ate entered into, to 
notice such an the above, when it might 
he observed that thousands of pounds 
could be saved, by adopting the shortei
