Former Hamilton Man Celebratea 
His Golden Wedding.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. and Mrs. 
John N. Lake, of 175 Park road, Rose- 
dale, Toronto, formerly of this city, en­
tertained their friends in their new 
residence, commemorating the fiftieth 
anniversary of their marriage. The 
house was profusely decorated with 
palms and flowers, and Mr. and Mrs. 
Dyer opened their home also, where 
refreshments were served, as it coni- 
municted by an archway through the 
halls. At the time of their marriage 
Mr. Lake was in the Methodist ministry 
—had just finished his probation at In- 
gersoll and been ordained. They were 
married at Burford at the home of Mrs. 
Lake’s father. Mr. Lake's eyes failed 
him, and he was obliged to retire from 
the ministry. In 1870 he went into the 
real estate business. In 1881 he was 
elected to the Toronto City Council for 
the old ward of St. Thomas. He was 
the organizer and first superintendent 
of the Sherbourne street Sunday school 
for eleven years, and he laid the cor­
ner-stone of the present church in 1886. 
Both Mr. and Mrs. Lake belong to the 
third generation of Canadian Method­
ism, Mrs. Lake’s grandfather being the 
late Rev. Thomas Whitehead, a promin­
ent pioneer in the early part of the 
last century. Mr. Lake’s grandfather 
was the leader of the first class formed 
by Losce in the tow-nship of Krnes- 
town in 1792!.

The afternoon was spent in a mission 

which no good man preaches from his 
own pulpit, or occupies very much of 
llie time of the Assembly. It was the 
mission of the “loaves and fishes.” The 
truth is that the Assembly had never 
been so seized of the facts, or got oft" 
“its Sunday-go-to-meeting clothes” to do 
something, however disagreeable it was. 
There was criticism, but not the so- 
called higher criticism, yet there never 
were more myths like ugly ghosts stalk­
ing about, the myths of a something 
t liât was supposed to be a salary, which 
proved to be both unhistoric and fic

The discussion began over an overture 
from the Presbytery of Calgary, which 
reads ns follows:

Firstly—To take into consideration 
the whole matter of guaranteeing in full 
the salaries of home missionaries and to 
issue the same for the information of 
the Synod, the results of their delibera­
tions, with reasons set forth for the 
conclusions reached.

Secondly—In the meantime to lake 
particular pains to clearly and fully in 
form all missionaries at the time of 
their appointment as to the terms upon 
which they are engaged.

Mr. Short wished to avoid retailing 
for the public the private affairs of 
many western missionaries, hence his 
opening address did not contain any de­
tails, but simply explained the bill, and 
wished the Assembly to make it a rule 
in the church. Mr. Peter Henderson,

would Knock the Home Mission out of 
business.

Rev. A. E. Camp, “the Soo”: “I do nor. 
have any personal cottjMaints, but I 
want to sav that those men are just as 
full of self-sacrifice, and will bear suf­
fering as long as anyone.

Dr. Bryce objected to getting frantic 
over something which had been more or 
less true for a generation, and in the 
moment of enthusiasm, pitch something 
upon them which nobody understands.

Principal MacKay: “One of my stu­
dents was promised the usual amount 
from the field. It was not paid, and he 
had to go and drive a stage to raise 
money enough to continue his studies. 
The overture only proposes some differ­
ent system, and we ought to try it.”

Rex. Geo. Mason, Dunbar: “Every 
word that has been uttered here is true, 
but the remedy is too swift.. The Church 
has not the means. Ivet it go down to 
Presbyteries and give time to make ar­
rangements."

Rev. J. M. MacNamara, Drayton: 
“This is as important an item of busi­
ness as ‘union.* [He was one of the 
young men who recorded their dissent.] 
No one has any animosity, for young

Licut.-Col. McCrae contended that 
somebody out west was to blame for this 
state of affairs. It was either due to 
congregation-; who were disgusted be­
cause some were trying to homestead 
and preach at the same time. Or that 
worthy cases had not been reported by 
their Presbyteries to the Home Mission 
Committee. “As a member of that body 
I want to say that we have never failed, 
in my knowledge, to stand by efficient 
men. We will pay up to the last cent. 
The blame is that the Presbyteries have 
not sent, down the facts.”

Rev. J. S. Shortt, of Calgary, closed 
the debate.

The mover and seconder tried to rem­
edy the evil with such a “public in­
quest” as this. There are times when 
even the church has to exhume dead 
facts, and bear the scrutiny and the ver­
dict. This might have been prevented if 
the moderate request of the overture 
had been promptly accepted. But when 
the whole case was examined, Mr. Shortt 
did speak out and seldom has such good, 
honest truth been laid before judge or 
jury. Ho said; “We in the west have 
had hot times in our Presbyteries over 
such matters. I have refused, however, 
to support in this house anything that 
would resemble an impeachment, of the 
Home Mission Committee. But I want 
to say, in answer to Dr. E. 1). Mc­
Laren and Dr. MacQueen, that the 
blame, or even the responsibility, rests 
with the conveners of Presbytery. We 
do not appoint the men to their fields, 
we do not go hunting for all kinds of 
men and give them charges .How can 
we be responsible for the payment of 
those whom others have so sent us. I 
want to say we have many a time sent

appeals to the Horae Mission Commit­
tee, but they, as far as we know, were 
only smothered.

After some slight changes, suggested 
by Dr. E. D. McLaren, the overture was

EVENING SESSION.
The audience thronged the church for 

the evening service. Nothing has sur­
passed it at this Assembly. There was 
both the anger of a righteous God and 
the grace of a. crucified Redemer pro­
claimed. - Because the committee on 
moral and social reform is a militant 
organization, and that of evangelism a 
work of peace and life.

Professor Pidgeon, late of Toronto, 
hut now appointed a member of the 
staff in Westminster Hall, Vancouver, 
presented the report on moral and social 
reform. He said: I want to speak about 
the materialistic basis of many of our 
statutes. The fish of a fishery and the 
cattle of a field are heavily protected 
by law, but the moral character of girls 
and boys hardly sheltered. To maim 
cattle is punishable with 14 years in 
prison, but to prostitute a young life 
has only two years of penalty. The sen­
timent behind our laws is wrong. The 
material ia safeguarded, but the moral 
and spiritual life wide open. It is high 
time that our legislators were given to 
Understand that such an omission is 
taken by the public to mean either in 
competence or partnership with evil.

There is a craze for technicalities. For 
example, it has been held that the law 
regarding gambling in a “room, house 
or office" does not apply where there is 
no desk or where the operator moves 
around from place to place in the room. 
The time is come when people are not 
going to. be “held up” in the meshes ot 
technicality, and righteousness go unjus­
tified.

Here Dr. R. Campbell raised the point 
of order that the argument, was going 
“far afield” because judges do not- make 
laws, only interpret, them. But Dr. 1’id- 
geon said, “well, l Have said all I wanted 
to speak,” and the audience applauded 
him. “We have,” he. proceeded to point 
out., “in our country no political heroes. 
Our public men are not opposed to 
moral reform, will only move when pub­
lic opinion works up such strength that- 
they feel bound to do something. We 
have no Lincolns with their deadly 
earnestness, but many Douglasses who 
dodge around and never face the ques­
tion. We aim, therefore, at education 
and united support. The church is go­
ing to be behind the man who fights on 
the frontier. The business of wrongdo­
ing will bo made illegal. The comjwict 
between the law of Canada and evil- 
doing is to be broken. The corrupter 
of morals is going to be robbed ot bis 
standing in the laws of the land.

DR. SHEARER’S ADDRESS.
Dr. J. G. Shearer made a very effec­

tive speech. His voice is quite distinct 
and he always has something to say. He 
said : Regarding the enforcement of law 
it is aimed Vo take it awn y from the 
local to Provincial authorities. The 
Mounted Police of the Northwest, with 
their military discipline and removal 
from local pressure, are the ideal to­
wards which we arc moving. The sub­
ject of amusements is now very much 
alive. Our laws arc more loose than 
those in the United States. It is time 
that the ears of our Government were 
ringing with righteous indignation, that 
Canada is exposed to the. riff-raff driven 
over the line. Although I had a year 
ago in my possession assurances that the 
law requesting race track gambling 
would be amended at. this session, 'the 
reason of that failure is now given to 
be the strong opposition in certain quar­
ters against it.

MOVED AMENDMENT.
Dr. John Pringle then gave notice ot 

the following amendment to the résolu-

“That the Assembly deplores and con­
demns the evils in our political life ot 
to-day, which are rapidly lowering the 
moral sense, of our people, urges upon 
its ministers and people the duty of 
earnestly and courageously combatting 
these evils by voice and vote wherever 
they manifest themselves, and proclaim­
ing the truth that righteousness exalt- 
eth a nation and sin is a reproach to 
any people.”

UN EVANGELISM.
Dr. C. W. Gordon (Ralph Connor) then 

introduced the subject of evangelism. 
This was his first appearance before the 
House. He is a “great Gordon,” though 
no more like an orator than a bright 
rivulet resembles a snow-capped mount­
ain.

Boston. June 10.—Rev. Dr. Everett 
Hale died in his home in Roxbury to­
day. News of the death of the distin- 
qnished clergyman and chaplain of the 
United States Senate shocked Boston 
to an unusual degree, because compara­
tively few knew that Dr. Hale was ill.

To the family of the aged mail, how­
ever, it had been apparent for some time 
that his health was failing. In fact, for 
more than a month his children had been 
anxious. A few days ago lieart weakness 
whs noticed, and his condition became 
alarming. His great age, 87 years, mili­
tated against him. Yesterday, however, 
he was up and about his apartments. 
In fact, he had not been confined to his 
lied at any stage of his illness. He re­
tired at the usual time last, evening, hut

led him to warn the immediate members 
of the family that the end was not far 
off.

On this account he was not left alone. 
As the night passed Dr. Hale constantly 
became weaker, until the end came 
about 3 o’clock this morning. Grouped 
alunit Dr. Hale’s bedside when the last 
feeble flicker of life was extinguished 
were Mrs. Male, his wife; Philip L. Hale, 
his son, who is an artist.; Ellen, his 
daughter, and the family physician. The 
end came peacefully and quietly.
