The vigilance Committee, more-
over, had determined to sit in perpetuity,
until not only tlhie city of San Francisco,
but the entire State should be subjected to
a thorough purification. They have pre-
pared a “*black list,”” embracing the names
of about 180 of the most notorious murder-
ers, thieves and blacklegs, all of whom will
be required to quit the country at short
votice, or contemplate the contingency of
summary jodgment before the tribunal of
Judge 'lynch. Among their names are
said to be those of Yankee Sullivan, the
pugilist, and David Broderick, who was at
one time the Democratic Southern candi-
date for the United States, Senate.

The Vigilance Commi ttee now extends
throughout the State, and it is said, every
little town and hamlet has its organizatior.

It is stated on good authority, that all
the officials of the State intended to resign
their offices, and people are now inclined
t look on the Vigilance Committee as the
rulers and law-givers.
