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*• Children of Nature" by the Earl of J&e- j 
sart is a story of modern life in London,-and 
well calculated to give us an insight into j 
that complex and not over-inspiring inner 
circle of fashionable society which moves in 
the great metropolis during the so-called 
London season. The artlesness of the 
heroine*—a. beautiful young American girl 
transplanteuas wife of honest Jack Chiling- 
ham, into the very midst of society's giddy 
whirl ; the ^ polished heartless depravity of 
Clare Windermere, a type of fast living 
nobility ; the unsuspecting honesty of Jack ; 
the easy careless morality of Mrs. Belfort ; 
the genuine friendship of Badsworth,—are 
all woven into an interesting and instructive 
story, which, however, lays bare the shams 
and vic.es of the least worthy class of the 
“ Uppei^ften.”
