BAD TIMES,

The London T'elegraph of 22nd ult. says :
We are told that 1,518 more failures have
occurred during the first half of 1879 than
during the corresponding period of 1878—
nearly every week of the twenty-six con-
tributing its depressing quota—we can
understand what is meant by the compre-
hensive phrase ““bad times ’—falling off
in sales, profits, savings, capital, heart,
ev ing. As for the farmers, it is per-
haps hntﬁy an exaggeration to say that
next week, at farthest, will decide the
<question whether they will be able to save
any sort of crop, or whether three-fourths
of them will not sink into acknowl
insolvency. No doubt the price of wheat
has risen about ten shillings a quarter in
the fortnight, and those farmers who had
much to sell made a good thing of it.

THE HARVEST IN FRANCE.

Recentstorms have dealt havoc with the
ragged looking wheat, which is thin in the
e?r :nd short of stalk. Accounts received
of the potatoes are not more encouraging.
The hay crop has been entirely lost, ngd
what we Lear of the vines is little promis-
ing. Inthe central, eastern and western
districts they have scarcely commenced to
flower yet ; it is certain that the vintage
will be very late, and the inconstancy of
the temperature must aggravate the
chances of blight. Happily in the south
those vines which have escaped the
ravages of the phylloxeras are described as
thickly Iaden with grapes, and in a good
state of vegetation. It has been estimat-
ed taat France will have to pay from £20,-
000,000 to £24,000,000 for cereals alome.

At a recent meeting of the Sarnia Board
of Education, the head master of the High
Sehool presénted his report showinmg 73
pupils on the roll, and an average attend-
ance of 66. The Public School 's
report for June showed 602 on the rolls, of
whom 308 were boys, with an average at-
tendance of 453, or 77 per cent.

At the annual general meeting of the
Ottawa Ladies’ College, the Board@ of
Managers were instructed to apply to the
Parliament of Ontario for the necessary
act to give effect to the proj connec-
tion with the Presbyterian Church. 130
pupils were in attendance last term, of
whom 37 wereboarders. H.F. Bronson, Bagq.,
was re-elected President and a vote of
thanks passed to him.

The following are the amounts for teach-
ers’ and officers’ salaries, paid in the City
of Belleville, during the past 5 years. In
1874, 20 teachers at $9,780 ; 1865, 23
teachers at $10,500 ; 1876, 23 teachers at
$10,500 ; 1877, 24 teachers at $11,000 ;
1878, 24 teachers at $11,250, They show
that while the expenditure in other Civic
Departments has increased, the Board of
Education has made but a trifling advance.
The Provincial examination for third-
class teachers’ certificates has resulted in
the rejection of a large proportion of can-
didates. Between 1871 and 1877, the
number of candidates at the corresponding
examination was 23,160, of which 10,814
were granted the third-class certificates,
or an average of over 1,500 per annum.
There are only 5,200 schools, with 6,500
teachers, 5o that in a very few yearsa
sufficient number of teachers would be
secured, were that average kept up, to fill
to overflowing the positions in the schools
available for that grade of teachers. The
only resource is to keep the standard
rigidly high.

The Cornwall Reporter asks the County
