'THE COMING PARTY

NEW BRUNSWICK LIBERALS
TURN OUT HANDSCMELY.

Blair Receives An
Ovation.

Premier

Orrawa, June 19.— All indications are
that the liberal convention which opgps
tomorrow, will be the greatest political
gathering ever held in Canada. From all
parts of the dominion delegates are arriv-
ing by hundreds. The strength of the
delegations from the maritime provinces
has greatly encouraged the liberals of the
upper provinces.

Hon. M. Laurier arrived at noon today.
He was accompanied by Hon. Messrs.
Jones, Fielding, Longley, Davies, and
other leading liberals. On the arrival of
the party at the depot, they were met by
over 300 Ottawa liberals, who cheered
heartily as Mr. Laurier appeared. An
address was read by Ald. McLean on be-
half of the Ottawa liberals association, as
follows :

To the Honorble Wilfrid Laurier :

Sir,— it is our pleasing duty to wel-
come you, on behalf of the reform asso-
ciation of Ottawa, on the occasion of your
arrival among usto attend the convention
of representatives of the reform party in
Canada, which you have summoned to
meet you here.

We are glad that you have shown your
confidence in the friendship and loyal
support of this association and of the
many friends in the Ottawa Valley, who
look upon this city as a political
centre, in selecting our metropolitan city
as the place of meeting.

You have shown confidence, not in us
only, but in the good feeling and hospit-
ality of the inhabitants of this city, not
members of our party, who feel honored
by the preference you have shown to
them in selecting this as the convention,
city, and who will, no doubt, extend to
you and to the other liberal leaders and
delegates, a hearty welcome as honored
and welcome guests.

We believe, sir, that this is the feeling
of the people at Ottawa with regard to
yourself without distinction of party, and
that those even who profess allegiance to
the conservative party respect you for
your personal courtesy for the lofty ideal
of political life which you hold and ex-
hibit.

We fervently hope that the convention
which you have come here to meet will
8o conduct its deliberations as to support
you in the arduous conflict on which you
are engaged, to give a purer and better
government to the Dominion and to break
away the fetters which hold the best en-
ergies of our land in bandage to the forces
of greed and monoply.

We cannot adequately express our
sense of the debt which we owe to you
for the sacrifices you have made for the
cause of truth and justice, and we desire
to assure you that you have in the city of
Ottawa, a devoted band of followers and
adherents, whose affection for and loyalty
to you, have grown steadily as their
knowledge of your great endowments of
mind and character has extended.

We believe that in this regard we
speak the feelings of the liberal party of
Canada towards you, and that there never
has been a time when the flame of their
devotion to you has been more wide-
spread and more intense than it is at this
moment.

We believe that the people of Canada,
are today looking to you not merely as
the honored leader of a great party,
but as the hope and pride of our country.

We welcome you to Ottawa, not as our
leader only, but as our friend and ' guest,
and we helieve that this day marks the
beginning of a new era in the cause of the
reform party, which shall neither pause
nor check until they shall have placed
you in the position for which your char-
acter and great talent have fitted you as
the first minister of the crown in Canada.

(Signed), A. MacLEax,
H. A. Batg, Hon. Sec. President.

Mr. Laurier responded in a pleasant
speech, in which he expressed thanks for
the cordial greeting and declared that the
country was about to declare against the
policy of high taxation and in favor of
freer trade principles.

Rideau skating rink has been splendid-
ly fitted up and decorated with mottoes,
flags and streamers. Conspicuous among
the mottoes displayed, is Alexander Mac-
kenzie’s declaration that protection isa
national folly and national crime.

Sir Oliver Mowatt, who is to be chair-
man of the conference, arrived this even-
ing from Toronto, and at 8 oclock he with
Messrs. Laurier, Longley, McGillivray
and others took part in the ceremony of
formally opening the liberal club rooms,
Mr. Henry Bate, president of the club
presided, and there was a large gathering.
Mr. Laurier made the opening speech,
congratulating the liberals ot Ottawa upon
the energy they had displayed in organ-
izing such a successful club, and declaring
that the enthusiasm displayed in the cap-
ital of the dominion was ghared in by all
parts of the dominion. He referred to
the presence of Premiers Mowatt, Field-
ing, Blair and Peters, as well as a son of
Louis Joseph Papineau, as evidence that
the liberal party throughout Canada, was
thoroughly united and predicted a sweep-
ing victory at the coming election.

Sir Oliver Mowatt made a spirited
speech calling upon the liberals to put
forth every honest effort to overthrow
toryism and secure honest government
for the coyntry. He regarded Mr. Laur-
ier as a worthy successor of the great lib-
eral leaders of the past and one worthy of
the support of every true patriot.

Hon. J. W. Longley, Hon. Robt. Wat-
son and others followed.

The midnight train brought a lage dele-
gation from New Brunswick Including
Messrs.  Blair, Wilson, Thompson,
Everett, Weldon, Ellis, Domville,
Gregory, McCready, Lantulum, and others.
Large delegations from Quebec also ar-
rived, including Marchland, leader of the
opposition, and a number of the fed-
eral and local members also arrived. The
Russell house is already filled and the
question of hotel accommodation for the
large numbers expected tomorrow, is al-
ready being discussed. Sir Richard Cart-
wright arrived this evening.

Orrawa, June 20.— Great enthusiasm
prevails among the liberal hosts to-day
over the convention which opens at 2
o’clock this afternoon in the skating rink.
From all parts of the country east of the
Northwest territories have come delegates
and the total number can hardly be short
of ten or twelve hundred. The maritime

provinces representation is very large,
probably one hundred and sixty or
seventy persons having come from the
provinces by the sea. It was almost mid-
night when Sunday night’s train from St.
John reached this city with a large num-
ber of delegates. Much pleasure is ex-
pressed _here at the handsome response
made l{ the lower provinces.

The men who in and out of parliament
have been backing the party for years
are here, and last night and to-day were
actively preparing for the convention’s
work.

Sir Qliver Mowat, Ontario’s premier,
who has so often defeated the tories,
takes the chair at this afternoon’s meet-
ing. The premiers of New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island
and hon. Mr. Joly of Quebec will be vice-
chairman. Itis expected that the com-
mitte on resolutions, composed of twenty-
five members, will report this afternoon.

The resolutions will likely deal with
the question of revenue tariff, reciprocity
with ' the United States, the iniquitous
franchise act, and perhaps with the senate.

Hon. Mr. Laurier will address the con-
vention on Wednesday evening.

New Brunswick has sixty delegates
present and more are expected this eve-
ning. -

Victoria county has sent three, Dr.
Bernier and Mr. Pelletier in addition to
Thomas Lawson.

Nova ;Scotia has a splendid representa-

tion and'so has P. E. Island.
. The local governments of the three
provinces are represented by six or seven
members. Two members of the Mani-
toba government are among the delegates.

Otrawa, June 20, 230 p. m.—Crowds
are pouring into the rink, and the gather-
ing of the liberals promises to be larger
even than was anticipated this morning.

The trains that arrived to-day were
crowded with delegates and visitors drawn
to the capital by the demonstration.

The strength of the display made from
all parts of the country except the far
Northwest has a depressing influence on
tory circles ; nobody indeed Jooked for so
large a gathering and there is a feeling of
exultation even in the liberal ranks.

The meeting place has been handsomely
decorated for the occasion. The proceed-
ings are expected to begin at any moment.

Mr. Laurier, accompanied by members
and ex-members of parliament and promi-
nent men generally, has just arrived and
was accorded tremendous applause. He
has just opened the convention and intro-
duced Sir Oliver Mowat as the chairman
amid great enthusiasm.

OtrawA, June 20.—It is a great conven-
tion. Hundreds that came yesterday
and last night are succeeded by hundreds
more to-day and still more are on the
way. - Long trains loaded with delegates
stuck on the grades, ro great was their
human freight and extra locomotives
were required to bring them in, still they
were behind time.

This morning there was a meeting of
the New Brunswick delegates at the
Russéll house, some 50 delegates being
present. Charles Burpee was elected
chairman, and editor Armstrong sccretary.

It was resolved that Charles Burpee, C.
W. Weldon and George King be a com-
mittee to confer with the Nova Scotia and
P. E. Island delegates to ascertain whether
an organization should be formed for
each maritime province separately or to
have an organization under one executive
head.

The committee found it desirable to
call another meeting of the New Brun-
swick delegates before leaving Ottawa.

A meeting of the liberal editors was
held at the Russell house, John Cameron
of the London Advertiser, being chosen
chairman. The meeting adjourned till
this evening at 7 when Mr, Laurier will
meet the pressmen.

Long before the hour of opening, the
delegates thronged to the skating rink
near the canal bank where the conven-
tion is held. The delegates marched in
together. The vast hall was then two-
thirds full and quickly filled afterwards
to its full capacity. The lowest estimate
of the number of delegates present when
the proceedings opened is about 2,000.
Other estimates reach 3,000.

When hon. Mr. Laurier, Mr. Mowat
and Sir Richard Cartwright entered there
was great cheering. The liberal members
of parliament, federal and local, members
of government, and ex-members were
then invited to the platform, which was
soon well filled.

When hon. Mr. Laurier arose to move
the appointment of a chairman the whole
audience rose to their feet cheering with
great enthusiasm. He proposed Sir Oliver
Mowat, eulogizing his great abilities and
eminent success and great services to the
liberal cause.

The motion was adopted amid a splen-
did display of enthusiasm.

In rising to return thanks for the honor
Sir Oliver spoke at some length, taking an
optimistic view of the future of Canada.
He praised the great resources of the
country and contrasted our development
and progress with that of the United
States a hundred years ago, when their
population was like ours. He thought it
an auspicious omen that the convention
of loyal liberals meets on the anniversary
of the queen’s accession. He urged care
and unity in descending upon the plat-
form, and confidently predicted success
for the liberal party at the next election.

The two secretaries were chosen, C. P.
Hyman, ex-M. P. for London, and G. M.
Deschenes, ex-M. P. for L'Islet.

Sir Richard Cartwright, amid great
cheering, remarked upon the presence of
the representatives of Manitoba, P. E. I,
N. B. an@N. 8. governments, the premiers
of the three latter being on the platform.
The fact that liberais controlled so many
provincial governments showed that the
majority of the country was liberal but
the tories were able to secure majorities
in the federal elections by gross corruption
and gerrymander. He eulogized Premier
Fielding and nominated him a vice-chair-

man of the convention.
Mr Fielding was greeted with shouts of

applause and compelled to speak. He
said the 20th June was not only an anni-
versary of the queen’s accession, but also
an anniversary of the date when the tory
gsvernment in Nova Scotia, under Sir
John Thompson, was defeated, and the
liberals gained power there, which they
had held since. (Great applause).

Hon. A. G. Jones, seconded by C. W.
Weldon, nominated ex-premier Joly as a
vice-chairman for Quebec.

Amid great applause, several times re-
peated, Mr. Joly spoke briefly in English
and French. He had been sometime out
of public life, but never forgot that he
was a liberal, he said. Next election we
should win the victory, regaining untar-
nished the honor of the great liberal
party.

Dr. Borden, M. P., seconded by Senator
Paletier, nomma%d hon. A G. Blaira

vice chairman.

Great cheering greeted this move, and
Mr. Borden’s eulogy of the eminent tal-
ents and gifts of the leadership of the New
Brunswick premier, was heartily ap-
plauded.

Hnndreds of voices sang for “ Blair,”
and he came to the front amid rousing
cheers. He had léng believed in the ne-
cessity of calling the liberals of Canada

ther in convention. He had written
the leader about it, and this great convent-

ion, representing the best elements of six
provinces, was an endorsation of that
move. He was glad to learn that nothing
was cut and dried. The convention was
left entirely free to express its viewson
all questions. He proposed that a com-
mittee be struck to select a large number
from all the provinces to frame resolut-
ions embodying the principles of the
party.

Hon. Robt. Watson of the Manitoba gov-
ernment, seconded by Senator Power,
moved that hon. Fred Peters, the liberal
premier of P. E. Islannd, be a vice-chair-
man. Then went up a great shout for
Peters, who said he was rewarded abund-
antly for his trip, by what he saw before
him. His province was liberal, as most
of the provinces now are. He believed
when another election is past, all the
governments, federal and provincial, will
be liberal.

Attorney general Longley moved that
in the absence of premier Greenway, at-
torney general Sifton of Manitoba, be
made a vice-chairman.

This was seconded by hon. David
Laird, ex-governor, and carried with
great cheering. Hon. Mr. Laurier again
arose, and as he did so, the whole aud-
ience roee to its feet and cheered till the
hall rang again. He said this was a lib-
eral and democratic convention, free to
act and resolve for itself. Nothing had
been prepared. Suggestions and resolut-
ions should emanate from the peoples
delegates. (Great applause.) In order to
present these formally he proposed a com-
mittee of two from each province, to whom
resolutions and suggestions, put forward
by any delegate, would be submitted and
a committee would therefrom present a
platform of resolutions for discussion and
amendment on approval.

He named Sir Richard Cartwright and
Mulock, of Ontario; Davies and Peters
for P. E. Island ; Fielding and Dr. Borden,
Nova Scotia; Blair and Gilmore, New
Brunswick ; Watson and Sifton for Mani-
toba. They will report at the evening
session. :

Convention adjourned till evening.

The imposing opening of the afternoon
session was a fitting prelude to the en-
thusiastic meeting of the evening. Large
as was the day’s attendance, the evening
surpassed it. When at 8 o’clock, hon.
Messrs. Laurier- and Mowat and the lib-
eral chiefs entered the hall they were
greeted by the whole audience rising and
cheering till they were seated. After
some preliminary announcements, Sir
Oliver Mowat introduced Hon. Mr. Lau-
rier, and again the assembled thousands
stood up and cheered for minutes.

Hon. Mr. Laurier, much moved by the
ovation, said no words of his could ex-
press his gratitude for their too flattering
reception, or for the grand response from
one end of Canada to the other, made in
answer to the call for a convention. Im-
posing as were the numbers present and
the enthusiasm expressed, he believed it
was expressive of the great awakening
and change of sentiment towards the
liberal party. He was glad to see so
many provincial premiers in line, from
the venerable leader of Ontario down to
the young premier of P. E. Island. \ But
if his heart might speak he was equally
proud to have with them the old time
liberal leader of Quehec, hon. Mr. Joly,
who had heard the bugle, smelled the
powder and at once fell into the ranks.
(Great cheering.) Delegates were here
from the Atlantic provinces, St. Lawrence
valley, the great lakes and the prairie
province, and even from the Northwest.
Only one province was unrepresented,
but he had telegrams from even British
Columbia saying they were present in
spirit and eager to see tariff reform effect-
ed. Nothing like this had happened since
the great convention which had preceded
confederation, in which Mr. Mowat took
part. He eulogized Mr. Mowat as belong-
ing to the school of the grand old man,
whose great energies and mental activi-
ties brighten with unceasing years, and
are always devoted to reform. He said
we had a good constitution; Canada suf-
fered from no constitutional defect. The
liberals are full of love and pride for
Canada, pride for the past and great hope
for its future, but we do not prosper as we
ought. To say this was to take blame as
being unpatriotic and denying the coun-
try. But it is well to speak the truth.
To conceal facts which are injurious to
Canada was to become the enemy of Can-
ada. It is acrime to conceal the truth
for fear of causing pain, that the country
is so fast where there is outspoken public
opinion as to all public wrongs and in-
juries. Look at the history of the last 26
years. We had made great and substan-
tial progress, but it was not up to our
legitimate expectations. Our population
should be ten millions; it is undcr five.
Growth in population is a principal
measure in the development of a people.
We had spent millions to bring immi-
grants, but had not kept those who came,
not even our own people.

Canada is capable of supporting a hun-
dred millions, and still with less than five
showed something radically wrong with
the government. At Orangeville the
‘other day, the ministers repeated that the
country was prosperous, yet every one of
the fine farms around them there had de-
creased 30 per ccnt, under the N. P., and
there was scarcely a family but had a son
or daughter exiled to the United States.
What was the cause of the exodus? Mr.
Foster said it was the editorials in the
Globe. Great was the power of that
newspaper —(Cheers)— but could it make
really prosperous people believe they were
not prosperous while all the Tory news-
papers and ministers were assuring them
of their increasing wealth.

A roving commission was seeking what
was the matter with the N. P. at St. John
recently. The Hon. Mr. Angers said the
exodus didn’t amount to much, but the
population of St. John had decreased 2,000.
The Lord once sent an angel to destroy
the first born in Egypt. In St. John the
entire issue had been swept away. If
this occurred when there was little exodus
what would have bhappened had there
been a large one. The city had been
swept away by fire 16 years ago, but the
national policy had done more to depopu-
late the city than that calamity. Perhaps
they should be thankful it was no worse,
like the missionary on whom the heathen
flung a pot of boiling water. He ran away
thankful they had not flung the pot too.
Mr. Foster was a cold water man, though
 not so intense now as formerly. It would

take a good deal of cold water, perhaps

something stronger, to make his logic go
down in 8t. John. (Laughter and cheers.)

Coming to the business of the conven-
tion, Mr. Laurier said we might be tempt-
ed to enlarge our herizon and consider
the future destiny of Canada, or of closer
union with England. He respected the
opinion of those with whom he could not
agree on these questions, but thought that
at present we must deal with the practi-
cal questions. When a houee is on fire
we don’t plan about the repairs, we ex-
tinguish the fire. The tariff burdens and
oppresses Canada, the N. P. is found to be
a fraud and failure. Not only the liberals
but a large section of the Ontario conser-
vatives declare it so. So strong was the
movement that the government had to
promigse to drop away the mouldering
branches, but soon they declared these
mouldering branches to be verdant
boughs, and now say protection must be
maintained. We take issue here. We
declare the principle of protection vicious

"and it must be abrogated. It taxes one

man to enrich his neighbor. We were
told in 1878 that it would enrich us and
bring to us people and prosperity.

A REMEDY FOR CHOLERA.

It is a Simple One and Said to be Cer-
tain in Action.

[New York Telegram.]

Mr. Lane, an eastern traveller and
orientalist, recommends the following
treatment for cholera.

He says while residing in Cairo, in
1843, while cholera was raging there, he
was informed that there was an English-
man in a small neighboring village that
effected a speedy cure in all cases which
he had an opportunity of treating. The
number of cases was 62, and many of
them were very malignant.

“I subsequently learned that this mode
of treatment was practiced with equal
success in Spain, Constantinople and In-
dia, and was never followed by typhus or
typhoid fever, which proved fatal in
many cases when the cholera itself had
been subdued by other means. Upon ap-
plying to him I received the following
directions, which I practiced in a few
cases which occurred in my house and
elsewhere, with invariable success. If
the patients have not vomited the poison-
ous matter which is characteristic of the
disease, and which resembles rice water,
give tablespuonful of powdered mustard
in a tumbler of cold water as an emetic.
After vomiting, whether produced by the
disease or the above means, within a few
minutes give a wineglassful of brandy,
with 10 grains of capsicum, powdered
(cayenne pepper) stirred up in it. This
generally produces almost immediate re-
lief, and within an hour rest, perspiration
and sleep. Ina few cases it was found
necessary to give half a dose of the brandy
and capsicam after half an hour or more.
A second half dose was never required,
but should it be required it may be given.
No other fluid should be drank before re-
covering. To accelerate convalesence it
has been suggested that 15 drops of mix-
ture of the spirits of amonia and sulphuric
either in equal parts may be advantage-
ously given three or four times during the
following day. The above quantity of
brandy and capsicum is for an adult
patient suffering a severe attack ; in other
cases two-thirds or half that quantity
may suffice, as I have proven by ex-
perience.”

CHURCH RIOT IN DETROIT.

The Pastor Takes an Accuser by the
Throat.

Derrorr, Mich., June 17.—Unity church
of this city, an almost creedless organi-
zation of professing christians, is in the
throes of a scandal. It seems that rev. C.
C. Goodrich, the pastor of the church,
was intending to procure a divorce from
his wife, with the knowledge and consent
of the board of trustees. Some of the
members were opposed to this and an
efforts was made to depose the minister.

At a meeting held last evening grave
charges made against the minister were
read. They had previously been passed
upon by the trustees and discredited.
Pastor Goodrich replied to the charges in
a lengthy address, supplemented by a
large number of letters in support of his
moral character. When he had finished
rev. Mr. Rullock arose and announced
that he was prepared to prove that the
statements of Mr. Goodrich were “dam-
nably false.” Mr. Goodrich at once be-
came violently angry ; rushing upon Mr.
Bullock and seized him by the throat.
Several of the leading functionaries of the
church interfered and prevented what
would undoubtedly have resulted in a
much more severe assault. A scene of
indescribable confusion ensued. Women,
who largely predominated, screamed and
several fainted. The meeting finally
broke up in great disorder. A disruption
of the church will, it is said, result. Rev.
Mr. Bullock exhibits letters written to
Pastor Goodrich by a woman of the con-
gregation which are decidedly improper
for a single woman to send to 2 married
man, and the authenticity of which, it is
claimed, is not questioned.

A NEW BRUNSWICKER.

A Description of a Worthy Son of
“One of us.”

TO THE EDITOR OF THE IHERALD:

Sir,—It is far from being a realism that
those who figure publicly, whether in the
way of politics, philosophy, or religion or
in any other form, are the most conspic-
uous objects in nature, in possession of all
the talent. Far from it, for “many a
flower is born to blush unseen,” etc., etc.
It is simply circumstances, force of charac-
ter, or influence, or ambition, which gives
mediocrity a prominence, while the quiet,
unassuming plodder, be his abilities ever
so great or scholastic attainments ever so
thorough, must remain stationary and un-
known to the world, if he have not the
essential natural stimulants as a lever to
rouse him into activity. Then again
envy and jealousy exerted by enemies are
stumbling blocks to the advancement of
young men of modesty; for it requires
some nerve for a sensitive nature to come
out openly and face criticism, and censure
perhaps, in the community where one is
well known. But the case becomes dif-
ferent when the same young man goes
abroad and develops himself among
strangers. Once he gets a foot-hold and
proves himself to be upright, manly and
independent, and withal a good business
man and somewhat talented, he takes his
place among the first in the town, city or
state for his usefulness and worth., How
frequently do we read in the papers of New
Brunswickers abroad giving a good ac-
count of themselves, occupying posts of
distinction and highly respected by their
fellow citizens; while at home in the
place of their birth they were scarcely
known outside of their own circles for the
reasons before given, especially the want
of opportunity for the development of
their superior qualities.

I might name many cases, and may do
80 hereafter, in proof of the above state-
ment. One will suffice for the present;
and I wish to say just here, that what I
write is from purely disinterested motives,
not feeling myself to be under the least
personal obligation, but from a sincere de-
sire to show with feelings of pride what
our countrymen are capable of when the
field is suitable and ample. enough for
the exercise of their talents and genius.
When quite a young lad Frederick Ris-
teen left his native land, and to day we
find him at the head of one of the first
hotels in Boston called the “Copley
Square hotel,” situated near the church of

the late Phillips Brooks, and the first
vice-president of the United States hotel

association, having been elected to that
office at a late meeting of the association
at Detroit, Mich.

“In the career of public life, Mr. Ris-
teen,” says a Boston journal, “leads all of
our Boston hotel proprietors, having held
various offices in our state and city gov-
ernments for nearly twenty years and
being at the same time a popular boniface.
His election to his new office, it is said,
gives to the United States hotel associa-
tion a man well versed in parliamentary
ruleg, and who thoroughly understands
the wants of hotel proprietors, and one
whose integrity and popularity are un-
questioned.”

Mr. Risteen was born at Jacksonville,
N. B,, in 1840, and went to Boston at the
age of sixteen, where he commenced to
baftle with the business world. By per-
severance and honest integrity he has not
only shown himself to be a successful
landlord, but one of Boston’s well known
and most respected citizens. When he
first went to Boston he entered the em-
ploy of a wholesale and retail grocery
house, and continued in the capacity of
clerk in that business for ten years, when
he opened a store in the same business at
1013 Washington st., under the manage-
ment of F. S. Risteen & Co. A few vears
later he opened a branch store on Tre-
mont street under hotel St. Cloud, which
was soon followed by the starting of a
third store situated a little further down
town under the Clarendon hotel of which
he afterwards became proprietor.

In 1878 Mr. Risteen leaced a small sum-
mer resort known as Hood cottage hotel,
at Wahant, Mass., and for five consecutive
seasons was its successful proprietor. He
next leased the Rose Standish house,
Downer’s Landing, Hingham, Mass. He
made a successful season at the Point of
Pines, a summer resort near Boston, at a
time when everybody else lost money.
The Rose Standish house had its peculiar
attractiveness and he again resumed its
management. At the end of his third
season there he made another step of ad-
vancement and leased the Clarendon in
Boston, continuing the proprietor of both
hotels. The fall of 1891 bLrought with it
the completion of the Copley Square
hotel, of which Mr. Risteen secured the
lease, and in October he opened to the
travelling public, as before stated, one of
the leading hotels in Boston.

Mr. Risteen’s public life commenced in
1872 when he was elected as common
councilman from ward 10, and was re-
elected in 1873. During the years 1874-5-
6 he was assistant assessor. For ten years
from 1878 to 1888 he was one of the board
of directors for public institutions. In
1883 he was elected state senator from
Suffolk county, and was relected in 1891.
While senator he was appointed on sev-
eral of the important committees of that
body, several of which he was chairman.

Mr. Risteen is a little above the medium
height, light complexion, erect, of fine
proportion- modest and unassuming in
carriage and of a courteous disposition.
He is in every respect a self made man.
Young man, go thou and do likewise,
or rather take an example from the
lesson of this active and nieritorious life.

Last summer, in company with gover-
nor Russell, Mr. Risteen paid Fredericton
a yisit after a long absence, and was very
much gratified; while governor Russell
was so delighted with its rural beauties
and pleasant drives that he promised
to recommend Fredericton to his friends
as a fine summer resort. ;

KEEPING MEAT FRESH.

Keeping meat fresh for table use is
commonly practlced by farmers only in

the winter when it is preserved by freez-
ing. With steady cold weather, parts of
the hog that are not suitable for putting
into pickle are thus often kept. Usually
these are head pieces and spare ribs, these
being kept in as cool a place as possible,
and in case of a thaw cover with ice or
snow until freezing weather again returns.
But fresh meat suitably prepared, may be
canned and put away until needed for use
any time in the summer. Cook it thorough-
ly enough to clear it of air, and seal tight

by taking care in ﬁllmg the can to pack
as close as possible. The top may be
covered with lard made hot enough to
run. Those who try this method will
find the cans of fresh meat as convenient
to run to in cases of emergency in sum-
mer as are the cans of fruit in winter. It

is better to take two-quart cans or larger,
