AMERICANS,

The Abbot Francis Aidan Gasquet,
President of the English Benedice
tines, who bas been studying Arw-
erica for the last three months, said
to a reporter just before sailing for
home:

“My visit to this country has
been most pleasant, I suppose the
most complimentary utterance I can
make about it is that I 2m coming
back again next year,

“The one thing that srtuck me
most forcibly about you Americans
was your insatiable desire for know.
ledge, Every where I went I saw
young men pouring over books per-
taining to the various professivne,
When I asked them what they in-
tended doing they iovariably an.
swered to this effect: ¢ You don’t
think I am going to stick to this job
all my life, do you ?'

“Ia travelling from Chicago to St,
Paul one pight I noticed the porter
studying a book. When I spproach-
ed him I found that it was a law
book.. He told me that he slready
had completed bis first year in law
study and hoped to finish and become
a lawyer.

“This is a phase of life you never
see in E-gland. A porter there
vever hopes to be anything else zll
his life. No one seems to be satis-
fied with his present position here,
but is ever siming at somethirg
above him. At first 1 was am: zed,
bat after I learned more about you
I began to see that such a spirit of
ambition made the life of the country
&nd that no one was loitering.

“I shall return in another year
and make further studies of the
country and people, and munage to
get out to the Pacific Coast. I bave
been in nearly all your large cities
as far west and north as St, Louis
and St. Panl. Everywhere the ac—
tivity of the people, as well as their
knowledge of the affairs of the world,
was mest eurprising o me.”
