Erl, whose play dates back to

1613, made a vew departure in vil-
lage Passion Plays last year by in-
troduciog electric lightiog and other
modern stage helps, otherwise, how-
ever, retainiog its distinctly peasant
character, Oberammergau, we are
assured, will follow tbe example of
Erl in 1920. The famous opeo air
stage will then be a thiog of the past,
but the drama itself will no doubt
profit considerably aad the actors will
no longer find their task so difficult,
At the request of many admirers the
KE:Jers have decided to repeat their
play this year. Brix'egg has a Pas-
sion Play that is similar to that of
Oberammergau, but shorter. It is
s8id to possess a much superfor class
of musical accompaniment than the
latter,
There are new 8o many Passioo
Pleys in Europe that scarcely
year passes without the 'reproduction
of at least one of them in oae or
other villages that own them. Aus-
tria alone has more than twelve Pas-
sion Plays, five of which are io Tryol;
Bavaria has several, foremost amoog
them is Obesrammergau, There are
other dramatic represea'ations of the
sacred Passion in Switzerland and
the Rheinland, and since 1904 there
is one io Nancy, France,

There was a time wheo mystery
plays and Passion Plays were com-
mon enough, but that was prior to
the so-called Reformation. No ec-
clesiasticnl feast wxd “then' firtingly
celebrated without its dramatic festi-
vities, in which freqnently the whole
village took pasrt,
atmoschere of the new faith was not
congenial to their existence and
growih, Tbe Passion Plays and mys-
ery plays taught lessons of self-res-
traint and sacrifice that could not
please the apostate monks and puns |
who decided to throw off sll restrain;
they recalled memories of thiogs too

cherish them. The revolutions and
general destruction that followed in
the wake of the Reformers gave the
people other things to think about.
The presecvation of the Passion Play
is certainly oot dme to the new in-
fluence.
The Passion Play is not an adapta-
tion, as bas been asser'ed, of the old
Roman and Gregian drama to 8
Obristian audience. Ia fact, at the
ttme of their origin the Roman and
Greclan plsys were practically une
known In the Christian world, if we
except a few classic dramas which
were read by some bat pever aoted.
The degradation of the old pagan
s'age had become so great that the
Church felt bound to suppress its ex=
hibitions whenever she could.
The Passion Play takes its rise in
the liturgy of the Church ; it is a de-
velopment of the once favorite seq
uences and tropes of the ninth century
Sequences were additions in verse to
the liturglcal texts of the Mass and the
Offize ; their purpose was to enbance
the divine service. Some of them
wore written by eminent and saintly
men aod gave evidence of remarkable
piety. Their anthors were generally
the mooks of the monastery in whose
church they were sung. The sime
may be said of the authorship of the
tropes. Pops Pius Y reformed the
missal io 1570 and limi'ed the num=
ber of sequ-nces to the following five:
#Victimes paschali’, composed by
Wipo, the court chaplain of (Qoorad
II snd of Henry I1I, for the festivity
of Eav'er; “Veni Bancte Bpiritus”,
supposedly written by King Robert of
France, for Peatecost; for Corpus
Ohristi the ‘Lauda Sion’, whose auth=
or was St. Thomas Aguinas; the
¢Qtabat Mater”, by the Franciscan
James of Todi, for the feaet of Our
Lady's Sorrows, and the “Dies Irae”,
by snother Franciscan, Thomas of
Celano, for the Masses of the dead.
The tropes, however, weant much
further (han the sequences; they in-
vaded the sacred text itself, Almost
every part of the Mass: the Iatroit,
Kyrio, Gloria, Credo, Sanctus and
Agous Dei were lengtheoed by them
As an example by a Kyrie trope or
‘guffed Kyria,’ may serve: ‘Kyrie-
fons boaitatis, a qio cuncta bona
procedunt=eleison,’instead of the two
words, 'Kyrie eleison.” Dr Eamil

The Review of the Passion' to five bours being often required for

ooe bigh Mass. The dramatic sdapt-
abilities of the Church’s holy week
and Easter liturgy were soon perceiv-
ed and the tropes paved the way to
their realization.

The REaster tropes were the direc:
forerunners of the present Passion
Play. In the beginnlog they were
sung by the prisst and choir; a step
fartber and they were not only sung
but acted also. The practice found
favor with the people, the bishops ap-
groved of it, and some of them even
gave |accurate lostructions concern-

h;mk-unhobuud. Io s

lnthw b!f Dmmu. such imtmo-
tiops are given to the Eoglish monks
for the Resurtection service in their
churches; for the earliest of these
semi-dramatic attempts represented
merely a simple scene from the gos=-
pel of the resurrection of Our Lord.
The visi of the sacred sepulchie,
as it was called, was to be commem-
orated as follows: After the adoration
of the Cross by the clergy and faitb=
ful on Good Friday, the Cross was to
be wrapped in a linen cloth and carrl-
ed io solem procession toa place
pear the altar, where it should re=
main until tbe night before Easter,
whea the ‘elevatio crucis, the raising
of the Cross, should tuke place in the
presence of the congregation. Afer
the singing of the matins cf Easter
Suoday the visit to the sepulchre,
‘visitatio sepulcri,’ should be made
This ‘visitatio’ was made as follows :
A ocleric clad in an alb and bearing
in his hand a palm braoch slowly ap
proached the sepulchre and seated
bimseif besids it. He was the aogel of
the resurrection. Now came three
otber clerios, clad in dalmatics and
swingiog burning censors. They look-
ed about g8 though in quest of some-
thing. These represented the three
holy women who came to aooint
Jesus. As soon as the angel noted
their approach he sang: ‘Whom seek
ye, Christian wom=zn, in the sep-
ulchre? ‘Jesus of Nazareth,” was the
sung reply. 'He is not bere,” He is
risen as He eaid.” Then the three
torned to the choir with the words:
‘Alleluia, the Lord is risen,’ and the
choir responded. The angel showed
the sepulchre, ‘the place wherethey
| had laid Him,’ the boly women took

soon Miry Magdalen was added, She
oame weeping bacause : ‘thay have
taken away the Lord out of the
gepulchre, and we koow not where
they haye laid him,' bat Obrist ap-
pears to her and ocomforts her.
Gradually Christ Himselt becomes
the ocentral figure of all these Easter
oelebrations. He appears clad in
brilliant white, oarrying the bapner
of the Crqss as the viotory over death
and hsll, By the thirteenth cestury
the goicg to Emmaus was added at
the vespers of Euster Monday, snd
in the fourteenth century laymen
began to take parl with songs in the
vernacular,

As early s the twelfth ocentury
protest wag made against tbese
dramstio representations in ohuch,
as unbecoming in the house of God.
Eventaslly, then, they were tranae
ferred to the cemelery outside the
obareh, and later, for the sake of
more space, to the merket plaoe,
Aund now not only the resurreotion,
bat the sacred Passion slso was res
presented, and gradually laymen be
oame the sole aotors. A oharacleris~
tio of the first Passion Plays is that
the Ohristas always sppeared in the
vestments of the Mass,

The first complete Passion Plays
were wrirtan by monks; the sons o
St, Banediot contribated not a few
to the literature of thair times. The
oldeat Passion Play oo record is that
f Banediktbearen. It was not long!
the exclusive privilege of the monks
to write sacred dramas ; laymen also
ermposed ndtonly miracie plays, but
also the more difficalt Passion Plays.
The original text of the Oberam-=
mergau play wss a composition of
two others, one of them a litersry
produot of the Benedictine monks of
Sta. Ulrich and Alfra in Auebarg,
and the other a drama'{c contribution
ol the Ausburg tailor, schoolmaster
and poet, Basti Wild, Augsburg
contribated not & few of the muny
Passion Plays and mystery playe
that once flou ished in Bavaria and
the neighboring counfries.

The original text of these plays
underwent frequent ohanges, often

peasantry, but which certainly in-
jared the sacred drama,

The fsmous Jeuit dramas of the
sixteenth aod seventeonth centuries,
by creating e taste for loftier ideals,
contribated not a little to the ex!faee
tion of the poor classes of plays, but
they also raised the standard of ot.
here. The Jesui's developed such
pomp and spleador in their dramas
that the old ones scemed mere ohilda
play in comparison. In Manioh, for
instance, at & performance of their
drama ¢ Constaative,’ which la:tad
two days, more than ene thomsand

witnessed by many,theie fame spread,
and every village endeavored to copy
a8 far as possible what the Josnits
bad done. In Tyrol, their dramas in
[nnebruck bad a very wholesome
inflaence on the Passion Play of
that country. The Oberammergau
Passion Play was reformed to
meet the demands of authorities
by a Bonedictine monk from tbe
neighboring monastery of Ettal,
Ferdinand Rosner. He did so along
the lines of the new drama.

Those Passion Plays that survived
the first probibitory orders were
later subjscted to new and serious
vexationr, Uoder the plea of reve-
rence for the saored oharacters re-
presented, they were oompletely
forbidden. But the peopls were too
muoh attached to them snd their
pastors recognized tbe wolves in
sheeps’ clothing who gava these
orders. They oalled their play by a
new name or porformed them in
secret, and ag soon as the law became
lax they did as befors, Then mew
reforms were demanded and clerics
and laymen set their bands to the
task; later Josephiatsm snd Jansenism
found it uobecoming to represent
the sacred persons of Christ and Hix
Blessed Mother on the atsge, and
imposed 50 many and such difficnlt
requirements for their rendition that
the plays threatened to go out of
existence. It was a oruel persecution
Raform followed reform, but lackily
in apite of all theas vexations the
villagers remained firm and refused
to part withrtheir tremsures. What
the world sdmires today was pre-
servaed to it by the Cutholic peseants
of former gevorations, The old Pas
sion Plays of Oberammargaun, Erl
Brixlegg, Vordethiersee and other
places have in oonscgaense a vener=
able history that gives them a char-
aoter w hioh one would regret to see
lost .

Critics of these plays should bear
this in mind and not demand re.
forms and chages which the villagers
would never muke ; in fagt the oritio
bimself is really & very privileged
cbaraoter, who is permitted (0 peep
into the distant past and to see in
the actors their forofatbers of cene
taries ago. Tradition is 20 strong
that the very inflections, gestures
and even mistakes of fcrmer village
aotors whom the present ones admirs.
ed in their ohildhood are adhcred to
with sach tenacity that evem pro-
fessional actors who undertook to
ireot their rehersals fomod it im=
possible to eradicate them. The
privileged spectator mast remember
that origioally the play was not ine
tended for bim ; it wae intended for
pious pessants who botbered litile
sbout modern critism, Ifhe wishes;
to see professionals he makes 8 mis-
teke in comiog to see the peasan!
aotors. As sooo as the villagers
attempt to eatisfy those who require
professional aoting their play will
be an utter failurs, Never could the
persons of Oar Lord and His Mother
be presented with becoming dignity
by professlomals. As it is, the actors
are nataral and they live their parts,
bat they do sa as pesssats would do
it,'and, moreovr, aa psasagts of the
partioular region in whicb they live;
for, a8 the Oberammergsuers diffor
from the Erlera snd the Erlere from
the people of Brixlegg, though all
of them are near nelghbors, so it i«
with the inhabitants o f the Passion
Play v \laged,

May the peasant coatinue to adher
to their sacred iraditions aud bewar«
of their oritica, * Timeo Danaos et
dona ferentes’—PavrL P. Savss
