The sltgm was.blood red, and all day
beat with pitiless heat on the deeolate
city. . The. slight breeze which sprung
up ‘a while cleared away the smoke,
and was like a breath of a furnace.
There-ia not a thermometer in the eity,
but the temperature must have been
well up its the nineties.

Distributiormof Relief.

The matter of relief of the sufferers
is daily #ssuming system, and pre-
wisions -and other necesities which
have already arrived are being care-
fully taken care of and given out jud-
ictously on the written order of the
mavor or chairman of the relief com-
mittee, v

Temporary distributing quarters and
an open air kitchen and dining room
is on the square in front of the coal
company’s offices. A couple of car-
loads of lumber arrived today, and
carpenters set to work erecting a kitch-
en and store room. on
grounds, where supplies can be kept
under lock and key. Books have been
opened to keep a reeord of all the
supplies received, and how fi{sposed
of, and of records of all receiving as-
sistance and to what extent.

Every effort is being made fo prm{ept
men driiting in from outside points
and imposing on the relief committee.

While nobody.is refused a meal, the
committee is using every effort to di-
vert supplies for the purpose intended.

What is Most Needed.

Telegrams. with offers oi assistance
are being reeceived from all parts of
the Dominion and the United States,
expressing sympathy and tendering
| cach and supplies,

A meeting of citizens was held this
forenoon, at which offers of assistance
were received from the mayors of Cum-
berland, B.C., Grand ForKs, B.C., Por-
tage la Prairie, Man., High River,
Medicine Hat, Pincher Creek, Winni-
peg, Strathcona, Edmonton, Moose
Jaw, Brandon, Revelstoke, Cowley,
Fort William, Raymond, Celeman, as
well as from private citizens of difier-
ent places.

Telegrams in many cases asked what
form of assistance is most required.
Supplies of money is the answer of the
relief committee.

Williama Whyté, of the C. P. R, see-
ond vice-president, wired from Skag-
way offering to ship all supplies over
the C. P.-R. free of charge, and ask-
ing for forther information as to how
the eompany ean assist the sufferers.

President. J. .J. Hill, of the Great
Northern: raibway, wired irom St. Paul
authorizing the committee to draw on
him for five thousand dollars for the
relief fund, and proffering the assists
ance of the road.

Different hospital boards and fra-
ternal eocieties offer the services of
doctors, nurses, hospital supplies, and
in as great quantities as required.

W. A. Galliher, M.P., wired from Ot-
tawa that the Demiinion government
is acting in. conjunction with the pro-
vincial government in the matter of
aseistanee; also from Hon. Wm. Tem-
pleman to the same effect.

The attorney general’s department of
Edmonton ie taking steps to grant as-
sistance as required through Superin-
tendent Primrose of Macleod.

The Greatest Alarm. g

The responses are the most generous
ever given in the history of .the Do-
minijon, and &re appreciated to the
fullest extent by the committee and
citizens. Every hour new cases arise,
which make the sitliation more deplor-
able and relief more urgent. The great-
est fear now is that an epidemic may
break out, both here and among the
reiugees at Cranbrobk.

In the latter place there is praetic-
ally no sanitation, and with more than
two thousand women and children
crowded together in”close quarters this
hot_weather, the dangsr is very great.

. At _Fernie everything possible is be-
ing done, and as soon as the necessary
supplies arrive eeveral "eonnections
which were all destroyed Will be made. §

The military tents, which arrived
today, are “being pitched +along the
river bank, and as soon as luniber ar-
rives. the necessary outbuildings will

’ Story of the Fire.

_ Fetnie, August 5.—The fire started
in the town at four o’clock, and upon
seeing that the town was doomed.
the people took to the street leading
to the station. Soon the depot plat-
furm was a mass of struggling human-
ity. The C.P.R. and G.N. Railwav
Companies forgot everything but sav-
ing the lives dependent upon them.
The C.P.R. had a train made up by
4.00 and fully 2.000 were carried ' to
temporary safety at Hosmer. The
Mayor of Fernie instructed the train
men to allow none but women and
children on board the first train, with
the exception of such men as wers2
accompanying their wives.

The scene in loading up this pre-
cious freight i1s one never to be for-
gotten. Women and children wers
hurriedly picked up by strong, will-
ing arms and actually thrown int»
the cars. There was no time for
ceremony, and’' the lives of a great
number of the weaker sex were saved
by the quick action of the men, who
through all the excitemeént, were calm
and. cool.  The engineers of both
railway companies were there, anl
they saved hundreds of lives of those
apparently entrapped in the flames.
A desperate scene had been enacted
at the coal company’s offices. Houses
in the vicinity were dynamited, and
the large lawng were covered by half.
stifled men ‘and women burying their
faces in the grass in an endeavor to
escape the overpowering smoke.

Cattls Cars Only Available.

The only cars availabls were a num-
ber of cattlé” cars and - ome eoach
Every car was packe® to capacity,
some riding on top; and the bumpers
even carrying their share of human
freight. ~Omne car began smouldering
and fanned by the speed at which the
train wag travellifig was soon a mass
of flames. "1t was necessary to stop
in the flaming forest and cut this
car off. Already overcrowded, the
cars had to receive this added human
freight. Hosmer was reached at six
o’cloeck and the hiungry were given
lunich. The fire becoming more
threatening in that fown, a number
of stores were destroved and the
Chindmen, leaving their lunch coun
ters, told all to. help themselves,
Fully 500 from Hosmer took to the
mountaing and orders wére given to
take to the mines, Few obeyed, bu‘
two fnenn who took refuge thére were
found dead on Monday morning. The
cars were burned up in an endedvor
to keep out the shower of. sparks, bat

was sought in the coke oveps. The
fronts of these were hastily bricked
up, and with a couple of pail§ of wate:
it each oven, fully 2,500 people pre-
pared for what appeared like certain
death. X 3 ;

At ten o'clock the flamés cais
sweeping over the town of Hosmer in
one long, ¢riel tofigue, and about two
Hours later the situation became so
serious -that families and friends said
good-bye to one another and prepared
for death. To add t6 the terfor tho
powder magazise blew up at this
time, tha forcé of the explosion
throwing down all these in the ovens
The wind chaiiged at one o’clock in
the morning and fthe destfiiction of
the town was avorded The famés
swept up the mountdin and in their
wake left fhe smouldering #shes of at
least 20 homes. Fuly 500\ people
had taken refuffe on the sand bars a
mile and a half ap the river, and on
the approach of the flames fook to thé
water.
