The Serial 
tales “My Mother and I,” and the “Liv­
ing Link” are still continued, both beau­
tifully illustrated ; and there are two 
short stories. The Literary, Scientific, 
and Historical Summaries are very valu­
able and comprehensive.

A Society of drinkers has been formed 
on Sussex-strcet, Ottawa, under the title 
of the Anti-Treating Association, exclu­
sively for married men; and one of the 
objects is neither to accept nor give a 
treat to any one under a penalty of a 
heavy fine,to be divided among the Hos­
pitals of the city. Their idea is that 
every man must pay for his own drinks 
and be moderate in the use of intoxi­
cating beverages."
