LETTERINGS BANNED.
All brass letters that have not been 

authorized by the militia headquarters 
cannot be worn on the shoulder straps 
of the men.

In future, soldiers will not be dis-

I The defect of vision, however, must 
not be such that it cannot be correct­
ed, by the aid of glasses, up to the 
standard required for recruits on en­
listment.

In cases such as above referred to, 
glasses may be provided and will be 
replaced when necessary (provided 
loss or breakage is not due to negli­
gence) at the public expense.
