‘““This morning in certain sectors of the batt .
east of Albert we resumed a vigorous offensive at
dawn. The Germans at the same time launched heavy
attacks on our new trenches in the vicinity of the Ancre
and north of Fricourt, with result that violent
fighting is now in progress along the whole front be-
tween the Ancre and Montauban.

“Up to the present several important tactical sue-
cesses have been gained by our infantry in the vicinity
of Ovillers, La Coisselle and Contalmaison, but north-
west of Thiepval the enemy succeeded temporarily in
regaining two or three hundred yards of lost ground.”
