Chatham. Sept. 30.—Seeking first- 
hand information concerning the 
havoc wrought by the corn borer in 
this section of the corn belt, Kent 
and Essex were toured today by 
more than a hundred agricultural col­
lege heads, professors and en­
tomologists. representing twelve 
states of the union.

They arrived in the city at noon, 
and after a luncheon at the New 
Garner hotel, inspected the work 
which is being carried on at the local 
parasite breeding station. They 
visited badly-infested farms in 
Raleigh and Romney townships be­
fore returning to Windsor, where 
tomorrow a conference will be held 
looking to international co-operation- 
in a determined extermination cam- 
paign.

Members of the party stated that 
they found conditions bad in Ohio 
and Michigan, but that the conditions 
are much worse in the sister border 
counties. The reports as to destruc­
tion of the borer, they declared, had 
not been exaggerated. In some cases 
they found farms with a 100 per cent 
Infestation.

Professor Dean of the Kansas 
university and entomologist for the 
state of Kansas, stated that he 
had been amazed by the alarming in­
crease in the infestation in a year. 
“The extent of infestation in this 
period is almost unbelievable." he 
said. "I would not have thought it 
possible."

The visitors were accompanied 
from Toledo by H. G. Crawford and 
H. McLean and A. B. Baird of the 
dominion department of agriculture. 
Prominent agriculturists of the 
United States who are in the party 
are Dean C. F.. Curtis, Iowa state 
university; Dean W. C. Coffey of 
the Minnesota university: Dean G.

The result was that the 
child welfare council proposed to 
conduct an impartial survey of a 
given number ot such immigrants 
over a period of years.

Strong feeling was expressed 
against the child labor involved in 
juvenile immigration, due to the fact 
that the average family in Canada 
accepted the children not as mem­
bers of the family, but as employees. 
The charge was made several times 
that the institutions sending out chil­
dren were lax in selecting migrants, 
that the authorities on both sides of 
the Atlantic were also lax in both 
mental and physical examination, and 
that Canada was thus given responsi­
bilities not properly belonging to her. 
It was recommended that institutions 
be made responsible for all juvenile 
immigrants up to 21 years of age, 
instead ot 18 years as at present.

Complaint was made that the 
names and records of juvenile Immi­
grants were withheld from the prov­
inces both by the institutions and the 
department of immigration.
