The steamship Port chtor, Capt. Bird,
arrived at Esquimalt from Vancouver and
Nanaimo yeaberduy afternoon, and an-

chored to take on passengers, mails and
freight from Vietoria. Soon after she had

| arrived the steamer Mande went around

to her with a load of freight and eighty
Chinese passengers. This large numbe:
WAS 8D unexpected addition, and was the
means of causing & few hours delay while
berths were rigged up for them. Capt.
Webber at once made arrangements for
the work to be proceeded with, and lum-
ber and carpenters being procured, the
quarters were soon ready for the Chinese
who are returning to their own country.
