Ottawa, April 8.—The government of
Japan cannot understand the delay of
the Dominion government in dealing
with the anti-Japanese legislation passed
by the British Columbia legislature last
year. Advice received to-day states that
for the third time Mr. Kato, ambassador
for Japan in England, has protested
against this legislation. This protest, it
is expected, will be effective, especially
in view of the position which the Do-
minion government has taken. Only
two months remain in which the Cana-
dian authorities can take action, as the
time limit for disallowance expires in
June, It is reported that a communica-
tion has beeu sent from Ottawa to the
Imperial government, intimating thqt if
it be the wish of the home authorities
that the obnoxious legislation should be
disallowed for state reasoms, the Do-
minion authorities will accede to Mr.
Chamberlain’s wish. In view of the
pressure of Mr. Kato, and especially of
Mr. Chamberlain’s well-known desire to
have a friendly understanding with
Japan, one can readily surmise what the
answer of the colonial secretary will be.
An early announcement,, therefore, that
the British Columbia acts have been
vetoed may be looked for.

Protection for Lumber.

An influential deputation of lumbermen
interviewed the government to-day to
urge the imposition of a duty of $2 per
thousand on American lumber, also a
duty on laths and shingles, They said
they were in favor of reciprocity, but did
not believe in operating at a disadvan-
tage 'and in giving our market to the
‘Americans. Premier Laurier admitted
that ithe deputation had presented a very
strong case, but said the farmers would
have to be heard from. The government
would consider the representations of
‘both sides and then reach a conclusion,
J. D. Gordon, J. C. McLagan and Theo-
dore Ludgate were present representing
British Columbia.

Scourge of Alaskan and Cuban
Camps Afflicts Troops
in Egypt.

The Britishers Hitherto Immune
Because of Their Sani-
tary Precautions.

London, April 8—In view of the
cabled reports that many of the Ameri-
can soldiers from Cuba have been at-
tacked by cerebro spinal meningitis, a
representative of the Associated Press
saw the medical authorities of the war
office with reference to the despatches.
The Daily Telegraph asserts that all the
Anglo-Egyptian troops have been order-
ed from Omdurman, owing to the per-
sistence of cerebro spinal meningitis due
to the former unsanitary condition of the
town. Surgeon Major Muir, who has
just returned from the Soudan, says: .

“The position there is extremely seri-
ous. We had this trouble from the first
with the Egyptian troops, but the Brit-
ish soldiers did not suffer, because they
were surrounded by the utmost precau-
tions. The disease is due to unsanitary
conditions which prevailed in the case of
the hastily organized Cuban camp. Our
campaign on the Upper Nile was planned
with time in our favor and thus the best
sanitary arrangements could be made
for the British soldiers who escaped.”

Man With Andrews’ Diamond
Necklace May Have Set’

New York, April 10.—The police be-
lieve that an arrest made last Friday
may help to throw light upon the mysteri-
ous Andrews fire.

The
police think Cunningham may possibly
know something about the fire, So far
the prisoner has revealed nothing.

The Evening World states that five
weeks ago Wallace Andrews, the presi-
dent of the New York Steam Heating
Co., who was burned to death in his
Fifth avenue home with his family on
Friday last, received through the mails
an infernal machine containing enough
explesives to blow up the entire house
and household. The machine, accord-
ing to this paper, came through the mails
and was an ordinary box, five inches
long, containing an arrangement of pow-
der, matches and sulphur. Mr. An-
dre_ws is said to have handed this to the
police, and it is said they had been work-

McCang was
paid $5,000 ‘or $10,000. Mr. Himmel
Wright had also suggested to other con-
struction ecompanies that they employ
McCann in a similar capacity.
Blackmail on Huge Scale.

Morrill Watson, of the Txpanded Metal
company, was the next witness. He
said: * Mr. McCann told me the scheme
of a new law it was proposed to get
adopted by the building department, and
asked if my company desired to be recog-
nized in the specifications of the depart-
ment. I asked him what would be the
cost, and he asked me what I should
consider right. I told him I was not
fixing another man’s compensation, and
repeated my former question,

“ Mr. McCann said that the proposed
by-law would grade the different systems
according to the heights of the buildings
—that is, that a system could be in the
100-foot class or a lower or higher class.
The fee would be according to the meas-
ure of success obtained. In a 100-foot
building it would be $10,000 and graded
S0 on.

It is practically no use for your com-
pany to attempt fire-proof construction
in the city of New York, is it not?” de-
manded Mr. Moss. Witness replied af-
firmatively.

George M. Hayes, civil engineer and
member of the Tostevin-Hayes Fire-
Proof Construction Company, testified
that his concern had a petition twice
before the board of building relating to
a building that they wanted to do the
fire-proofing in, and were twice flatly
refused. He said he discussed the re-
jection of the proposition with John
Dooner, superintendent of buildings of
the borough of Manhattan. He testified
that Dooner said he wanted some tests.

Dooner replied: “Oh, I am not talking
about tests; go and see Con Daly. If
you agree on terms with him you will
be able to do lots of business and have
no trouble.”

business in New York city to-day on ac-
count of the exactions and demands that
are made upon them by officials?’ Mr.
Hayes said that as far as he himself was
concerned he was “practically ruled
out.”
