A despatch has gone out from the
Associated Press, but we do not know
from what point, to the effect that J. J.

If a good arrangement
can be effected, and the opening of pro-
rerties on Vancouver Island at the rate
witnessed during recent years, we 'will
see established on this Island the great-
est smelting works in North America,

A correspondent makes some very sen-
sible remarks on the danger of allowing
very young boys to carry shot guns or
rifles, and urges that measures be taken
to put a stop to it.

Victoria or will refrain from doing any-
thing lest Victoria may be built up
thereby. It is only when railway eor-
porations become the adjuncts of town-
site promoters that unreasonable prefer-
ence is given to one locality over another.
This was the case in the early days of
the Northern Pacific. That much mis-
managed enterprise was at its inception
controlled by a ring which aimed-at
making money out of Tacoma town lots.
Hvery other consideration was subordin-
ate to this single interest, with the result
that Seattle was in imminent danger of
being side-tracked. But the people of
Seattle were resolute. They believed
that Nature was on their side, and they
fought their ambitious and able rival,
‘We see the result to-day. Now the
Northern Pacific is conducted as a
transportation concern, and although Ta-
coma, still does and will continue to do a
very large cominerce, Seattle is assuming
the supreme place. So we will find
matters shape themselves at Victoria.
This city is nearer the ocean than any
of the Mainland cities, Port Angeles ex-
cepted. Our only serious rival for the
prestige - and importance of being the
principal ocean terminus of passenger
business will be the little city across the
Strait, at which some people have been
accustomed to look sneeringly. But we
can beat Port Angeles. We can give a
more direct line from Victoria to the
Kast, and in the long rTun even a small
saving of time tells when speed is the
object aimed at.

It is, the\refore, with the greatest con-
fidence that we: look forward to the
future of Victoria as a railway terminus
and the first port of call of steamships
engaged in the trans-Pacific trade. De-
pend upon it, we have good ground for
hopefulness. There is no question now
before the people, and there is not likely
to be any, in which the ratepayers will

be asked to further any plan to bring

about the desired result. Therefore no
one need suspect that in expressing our-
selves thus strongly as to the future we
have any ulterior motive. All we aim
at is to show the people how the situa-
tion looks to us after a great deal of
consideration, so that they be on the alert
to take advantage of opportunities as
they offer. 'We repeat what we have
often said, namely, that the progress of
trans-Pacific commerce has only begun,
and that in the developments to come
this city is certain to have such a share
as will once more restore to it the proud
position of commercial Queen of the
Northwest, which it enjoyed. when -the
pioneer inhabitants came here.
