We print in this is-
sue¢ an “Open Letter to Druggists,” and
hope it has as extensive.a reading as did
the injurioius reports of the newspapers.
We would suggest that Chamberlain, in
future not only specify on the label the
amount' of opium, but pack a medicine
droppet with each bottle.

Italy and the
Moroccan Affair

As a Member of the Tripple
Alllance Would Assist
Germany.

" Previous to Germany’s
" Advent.

Rome Jan. 6.—Interest here in the
conference on Moroccan reforms: is
growing. This is due to the predominant
‘position that Italy will assume because
of the importance of her delegate, the

Marquis Viscount Venosta who, when
‘he was Italian minister of foreign af—
fairs. concluded an agreement with
France by which Italy abandoned her
claims on Morocco in favor of France.
This agreement was completed later by
Foreign Minster Prinetti, who pledged
Italy’s help to France in Morocco, res
ceiving in exchange the help of France
in Tripoli. j

At that time Germany had shown no
interest in Morocco, while Italy consid-
ered herself free to act, Morocco not be-
ing included in the agreement of the
triple alliance concerning the equilib-
rium of the Mediterranean. Now Ger-
many, it is said, maintains that eny
question, even if it,were not contemplat-
ed by the triple niliunce, ‘comes within.
the terms of the treaty, and that
