A ROYAL ROAD TO LEAERNING.

We have found upon our table a series of
Canadian school books extending to six vol-
umes, lettered ““The Royal Readers,” and
bearing tha well known imprint of James
Csmpbell & Son, Toronto, As a rule, the
interest in Cunadian educational literature
1s confined to the teaching fraternity, and
we are free to confess that we opened these
volumes with slender expectasion of finding
them materially better than the great bulk
of their predecessors, A very brief glance
at their contents, however, sufficed to beget
a strong suspicion that in this ‘Royal’ se-
ries we had fallen upon something of a to-
tally different character and calibre from
the conventional school readers to which we
have been accustomed, and » more extended
examination has placed the matter beyond
the region of doubt, The compiler of this
series has earned the gratitude, not only of
the present generation of Canadian “‘chil-
dren, young men and maidens,” but of gen-
erations yét unborn, As we run through
the successive volumes we are filled with
unqualified admiration at the indefatigivle
indastry, fine taste, excellent judgment and
thorongh scholarship displayed, aad the
most fault-finding critic must perforce ad-
mit that here, at least, good work has been
performed by a capable man, The engrav-
ers and printers have also done their part
in an especially creditable manner, Many
of the engravings are of sach excellence
beth as to drawing and cutting, that they
might well find a place in & book of art,
Indeed there are many works devoted ex-
clusively to artistic exposition wherein
the overlaying -and printing of the engrav-
ings are inferior to what may be found in
these volumes. In anage when the world
rushes onward with such gigantic strides it
is unsafe to predict what may be in store
for us a generation or two hence, but it is
hard to believe that the vear future can
bring us anything in the shape of school-
readers better than the series beforeus, It
may be taken for granted that the ‘‘Royal
Readers”’ must sooner or iater supplant all
works of the kind now in the field,

Where such a high degree of excellence
prevails throughout, it is difficult to know
what precise features may best be singled
out for especial comment in a brief notice
of this kind, 1t would require a magazine
article of considerable length to review in
detail the many noticeable qualities of the
serics, It may safely be said, however,
that ons of the most commendable features
is the very remarkable skill aisplayed in the
important matter of gradation, In passing
onward from the beginning of the first book
to the end of the fifth, one can trace the
svéady growth of the pupil's mind, The
progress is equally apparent in the early
hooks and in the more advanced ones, It
is impossible to conc-ive of a child so dull
as not to be interested in the two parts
into which the first book is divided, At-
tractive reading lessons combine with
apt pictorial illustration to enchain the
pupil’s attention, and to inform hi,
mind without wearying it. The second
book is 8 decided advance, but only meas.
urably so, and there is nothing like an
abrupt transition between aay two volumes
of the scrics By the time we reach the
thiisd book we have arrived at a class of
too matnre for the pupil, but

A Csnadian note is
suspected in its own couniry and dishonor-
ed outside of it,

This state of things could be borne when
we were all separated proviaces; now that we
are a nation scattered over half a continent
the time has come for a genuine national bill
issue, We want a Canadian note, issued
by the government, that will be good all
over the dominion,and what is more outside
ofit. 1t is true the dominion pow issues
ones, twos, fours and notes of large denom-
inations; but that does not fill the want;
what is called for is the withdrawal of ail
bank potes and the substitution of nationsl
paper instead. There is no inflation in this,
Moreover it would give to the country a
profit that mow goes to the banks, Baf
more than that it would give the countrys
monetary standing that she does not poss-

| ess; and it would do away with the humil-

iation of being dependent on our meigbors
for money that passes at its face value sil
over the dominion,

If Sir Leonard Tilley is wise and patri-
otic, and if he is anxious to effect s benefi-
cial reform, he will, before another year,

with states of the neighboring ndion thsn
they have with each other and to tighten
the federal bond would speedily bring about
an on in favor of aunéxation, .

ALLEGED SHOKTHAND TEACBERS

To the Editor of the World,

Sin: 1 feel impelled to sddress” the
stenographic. profession threugh the columns
of your valuable psper upon a subject which
will soon—if it has not sleeady-—rforced it-
self on the attention of every reflecting

every one, that through the exertions and
by dint of liberal advertising, several teach-
ers of phonograph in this city have. suc-
ceeded in foisting on the public incompstent
shorthand writers who have barely sac-
ceeded in mastering the rudiments of the
science, and this to such anextent that the
standing of the pﬁleuion has been serionsly
impaired. I wish it at the outset to be dis-
tinctly ucderstood that 1 do mot object to
teachers of shorthand on principle,’ but I
decidedly object to the method” which is

taken to entrap the unwary and induce
those who, if they bad s thorough apprecia-
tion of the difficalties which surround .the
study of phonography, wou!d not nndertake
it. They represent shorthand as s science
which may be readily mastered in s few
months, in some cases 8 few weeks, by any
person of average intelligence, This asser-
tion is manifestly absurd, snd were the
principles on which phonography is based
more generally understood, would deceive
no one, This, in itself, would be of small
moment were it not for the fact that the
great bulk of the materia' produced in this
way is totally unfittéd by nattre for the
stenographic profession, and after doing
their share towards lowering the respect in
which all worthy, and capable shorthand
writers should be held, turn their atten!ion
to some other vocation where their talents
will be recogoized,

It should ever Le borne in mind by those
who contemplate the study of shorthand
that stenographers are born, pot made ;
they caonot by any conceivable process be
turned out of these “‘shorthand works” re-'
gardiess of the quality of the raw materisl,
To those who have taken up the study of
shorthand, and by their own unaided efforts
followed it through a!l its dishearteaing in-
tricacies, I have not a word to say, be ieve
ing that they will, one and sll, prove sn
hoaor to the profession, Other professions
organize to protect themselves from incapa-
bles, Why should not stenographers? I
believe the time has come for such aglion,
and I would heartily hail any moyement in
that direction snd do my bed to forward
it by every means in my power, It is
true that we have ‘a.partial protection, bat
itis so very partisl that I for ome fail to
recognize its force, Surely if protection is
beneficial to other professions, it should
benefit shorthard writers also, us there-
fore have an organization with s test, not
theorectical, but sncu’w, the rate of
speed fixed f'dgh, and s litersl trapscription
of notes demanded of every , irre-
spective of present standing, ' Then we will
have s positive guaraotee to offer to every
employar of il abiiity of an applicant for
any p wition to do sl that may in resson be
demanded of him

“Union is sirength,” I therefore trust
that every shorthund writer who has the
best interests of the calling st heart will
yive this matrer his most earnest consider-
ation, and aid in taking such steps as may
tend to the sdvancement of our common
profession to the place to which it'is justly
eutitled,
