Without the
knowledge of Captain Morton the Ameri-
cans took with them a quantity of spivite.
With this they made the natives drun
and then attempted to take liber-
ties. with the women of the tribe. This
was resented by the Indians, who warned
the trespassers to return to their vessel.
They refused and subsequently attem ted
to rob the Indians of some valuable furs.
