Savings bank, deposits in the United 
States during the same time decline® 8 
per cent., and would have declined much 
more, but for the enforcement of the GO 
day rule. In Canada these deposits re­
mained stationary, or slightly increased.

nly trouble in Canada was 
due to its proximity to us. It was a 
sort of induction from the great distur­
bance in the neighborhood, but Canada 
fortunately had the means for minimiz­
ing even this.
