By such a provision the working man
in Germany becomes, to.a large degree,
relieved of a problem that agitates the
minds of » large proportion of the
world’s bresd winners. * Wa must lay
semething by for the ime when old
age has sap our strength and
dimmed our senses,’’ is the resolux
tion of every provident person dur-
ing active working years. Those who

o bonestly and economically and
work with judgment and ocare usually
find that in their declining years they are
vided for in some way. It may be
their own store laid by, or it may be
through the sffection of their children,
who, in return for their parents’ loving
eare of them when of tender years, see
that they want nos when their day for
aotive toll hss passed. A man's
condition in old age usually depends
upon the habits of his youtb. 1fhe bea
man of good sense and industripus
babis, whether he be a bachelor or
benedict, he provides for the future.
The former has not the expeumse ol 8
family, snd other things being equal,
can lay by all that he earns beyond his
own maintenance. The latter, if blessed
with ohildren, while he and his wife
may expend their whole mninp'in
maintaning and educsting their family,
with but few exceptions, reap the re.
ward in the evening of life. Some
may say the latter illustration does
very well for a law of nature in the
abstracs, bus there are a good many
exoeptions. Children grow up, get
famil! of their own .and let their
pazents shift for themselves, as best
they ocan, and even see them go to the
town for sopport, True, there are
such instances, but fortunately for the
oredit of our Bumanity they are com-

ratively rare, and we cannot but be«
jeve parents treated in this way sowed
the seed of such unfilial conduct, by
barsb, unreasonable treatment. “ Asye
sow so shall ye reap,”’ is a divine law,
Eduecate your cbildren by love not fear,
and their affection will follow you
through life. Treat them barshly, and
make s shower of blows and unkind
words the penalty for every childish
transgression, and you may expect a
lonely, loveless oid age.
