at work, and kept tho blaze from spreading us
far as practicable.  The building, however, soon
bocune atotal ruin, and the loss will fall heavily
on Mr. T. Green, 1t iscstimated at about 825,-
000, on which thero was an insuranco of 85,000
in the Commercial Union, Mr. H. C. Green's
loss will be about 81,000, fully ~svered by insur-
ance,

A few days ago an alarm was soundod indi-
cating a firo at Wright & Durand’s planing miil,
Lut with the prompt responso of the fire Brigado
it was soon extinguished, with vory trifling losa,

for nothing. Tho retail yarda here held fair
stocks, oxcept in joisting, which ia scarco; and
when we take into account the number of mills
Iately destroyad by fire, and tho numbers en.
gaged in cutting stock boards whero formerly
bill stuff was cut, it j3 hard to sece how the yards
can hopo to obtain wfull supply of the latter.
Tho quantity of Juinber now being consumed in
Torouto is far in advance of anything hefore
known, and if retailers fail to reap their harvest
while they have the chance, they will have.nly
themselves to blame for it.

Shipments over the dock are brisker than at
any other timo during this season. Cars are
unleaded hero promptly, and thero is no groat

{ r scumulation of lumber on the docks, so that if

nothing occurs to mar tho present calculations,
the remainder of tho navigablo season will e o
busy one, and it scems probable that lighter
stocks will remain on hand at the closo of navi.
gation than at any time during the Iast several
years; and should the ensuing winter prove
favorable for logying purposces, there will doubt-
1css bo large stocks got in, as much of the timber
over which tho fire has run will have to bo cut
or it will be uscless after the next season has
passed over.

SertEnner 2L-Tho most pxommcnt feature
of tho deal trade for the wement is the striving
amnong tho ships in port to completo their luad
ing on or beforo the first of October, in order to
securo their deck loads, which they will nat be
allowed to clear with after that date.  Thestock
of deals is extremely light, and theroaro but few
deals coming into the market for sale, so that
the prospect, in somo cascs, of ships securing
their deck loads in time is rather uncertain,

‘The stock of deals here, at the commnencement
of last winter was less than hiad been the cas
for many ycars, but from present appearances,
it is likely to bo still Jess at tho close of the
present scason.  Under these circumstunces,
with improving markets in Great Britain, the
fall operations are likely tobo faitly profitable.
