The poor wretches attacked u beer sleign
and kunocked in the heads of the buriels
and drauk the beer, while the buker’s sleigh
that was pu-sing was also seized upon and
the contems quickly distrivuted amongst
them. A rergeant who nltemptled to se.2-
one of the rougha engaged in robbing tue
bread sleigh was surrounded, and the Chiel
of Police rushed througls the crowd, and ad
vised him to fet the rough go. Scairely had
the Chief done tuis, ihin another rough
rushed up to him and struck tim on the left
eye cutting thu skin. The Chief thereupon.
laid round Lbun with tns cane right and iett,
smashing it over the heasd of the iuflian who
had deaslt um the cowardly ulow,  Ho was
speedily joine { by several of the Police,who
500D cleared the way., [un the mesnwhile n
messenger had been sent to the Central Po*
lice Stution, ordering out ail the availsble
fotce, whio thereupon murshed up two deep,
armed witth Speno. r rifles.  Upon the head
of ‘be cnlamn neing seon advinc.ng up Si.
Paut street from Jucques Cantier Square the
crowd fld in every directivn, 1ne Police
then took up a position in front of the City

Haxll, und were not further moleste!.  The
Council decided to employ as many men as
it coulld, in earthworhks, at 60 cents a day,
each,  Stll troublo is anticipated, and the
Police iare out urmed.
