A pumber of porsons scem to approhend great
mischief at present from a spirit of what thoy term
*¢ mawkish wercy.”” How far is this upprehension
axcal ono?  And, first, what is the spirit in which
“English authorities are executing yudgment in-India ?
Lot us-reau somo extracts from the Jetters which ap-
pear froma tiwme to time in English newspapers.

Hero is a skotch of the mode in which justico is
administered in tho North :—

*¢ But wo aro awake now. From Declhi to Peshawar
tho gallows havo been made fixtures at every station, -and
they are constantly at work.  Yostively, to bo a Hiudosta-
ncois now to desene hunging, aud tv bo a Hindostance
deserter is, when, caught, to get that desert. . We
havono formalitics, no technical investigations, befor the
would-be murderer is mado safe for ever. 1n my wreck of
a regiment at U—, the other duy, four men were over-
hoard reading o letter from their former comrudes, now
with the rebels in Delbi.  They destroyed and ate tho let-
ter when sueprised, and tho sumo cvening they were all
hauged together. At teshawur a uou-comuussioned ofti-
cer was found in possession of u letter from a mutineer,
adyising him when he Killed a Suhib always to cud by
killing his wife too. Little question was asked before’tho
wretch was swinging.” .

Soin the Sowth. * The column:’ pressed for-
ward,” writes an officer serviog with General Have-
lock, *¢ along the same noblo road, . . . .

Of those who did emerge, seventy-cight were
caught by Gholub Siagh ond mado over to- the
Aussistant Cowmissioper.  Lhat officer at once exe-
cuted sixty-eight, and reserved the others, not for
metcy, but for a more public example. :

Passages illustrating the spirit of the soldiers
meet us in every -columa of the newspapers.—
++ Mercy seems to have fled from us for ever,”
writes one officer.  ** He s a clever man,”’ he pre-
sently adds, ** who can keep back an Europcan
- from driving bis bayonet through a Sepoy, even
+¢ if in the agonies of death.””  The officer of Have-
lock’s noble army whom we have already qioted,”
firings before our very eyes, as it were, the men’s
state of mind :—

« The Highlanders rosc, fired one’ rolling volley as they
advaneed, and then moved forwards with sloped armsand
measured tread like a wall, the rear rank locked up as if
on parade, until within a hundred yardsor so0 of the vil-
lage, when the word was given to charge.  Then they all
burst forward like an eager pack of Lounds racing in to
tho kill, and io un instant they were over the mound and
into the village. There was not a skot fired or a shout wt-
srad, for' the men were very fioee, and the slaughter was
})mponionatc. ** I'vo just got three of ‘em out of onc
1ouse, sir!” said a 76th man, with a grin, tomc, as 1
mct him ata turn of the village.”

Men so fieree that they do not fire a shot, or utter
a shout, or move a limb beyond the iron line of
+ gloped anns”—so fierce that while advancing
aminst a storm ¢f bulle:s, their whole mind and
soul is ahsorbed in a desperate selfcontast for the
sako of what it'is to secure, are no ordinary aveng-
crs. They bear un almost awful likeness to that
otber great anmy of vengearce, of whom it is written
** they shall run like mighty wen, they shall climb
** the wall liko men of war, they shall warch every
< onc on his way, and they shall not break their
* ranks. Neither shall one tbrust another, they
++ shall walk overy one on his path, and whea they
*« fall upon the sword. they shall not be wounded.
** They shall run to and fro in the city, they shall
*+ climb up upon the houses, they shall enter jnto
«- the windows us a thief.” The result is stated
with a stern and almost solemn shortness :—

* Yoa may obscrve that T give mo return of the killed
and wounded. Idonotpretendtodoso. . . . .
only kuow that no man of the cocmy was cver spared
that was caught.” ’

Yet thero mea did oot know all. They had heard
of the massacre of those whom thiey hoped. 10 rescuo
—Dbut they bad uo: seen tho borrible slaughter-
rouw.” That sight bas fnduced 2 different punish
went s—

* Accordthg to tho st acconnts General Neill was com-
pelling all the high-casto Brahmins whom: ho could cap-
ture amoug the Scepoys to colleet the bloody clothes of
the victims, sud wushup the blood from the floor, u Euro-
pean soldier standing over each mun with n * ¢at.” and
udministering it with vigour whenever ho reluxed his ex-

- We aro not gcretinising tho right and wrong of
all that has been done. It is alwost impossiblo to_
do so, at least at present, in the appalling struggle
for more than life snd death which is passing alwost
under our eyes. Wo are not cool enough. ~ Our
habits and powers: of judgment huve not yot ox.
panded to the measuro of the events which surround
us. But ono thing is cortain.  Qur countrymen in
India nced much trom us—mon, money, comfort,
sympathy—but they certainly do not nced exhoria-
tions against ** mawkish merey.” -

Do o ourselves noed any such oxhortations 2
Surely no man who knows himself, and attempts to
judge bimself by anything like a Christian standard
will say so. Who experiences in himself—who scos
in others any symptom of an insufficient indigunation ?
How many of us aro thero who do not feel a
dificulty 1in controlling that rising batred—that
desiro for unusual forms of vengeance—which ought
to tell us that a rightcous anger, a just determina.
tion, &0 far s in us lies, to punish, is trapsforiing
itself into unchristian animosity ! What ought to
be a hateful daty is becoming the gratification of ah
appetite.

And if it is true that our passions need at present
no stimulus, there is one form of unews which we
trust that wo shall hioreafter *bo spared. There are’
atrocities of which we have now all heard, snd of
which it is enough to bave heard. o can nevé:
forget what has been told us. Let us be told no
wiore. To reiterato details—to parade and establish
all that survivers would almost give their lives to be
allowed to doubt or disbelieve, is reckless and
beartless cruclty. Al is sufficiently known for any
good purpose that the knowledge is likely to answer.

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DERLIN CONFERENCES—EVANGHELICAL ALLIANCE.

The Beriin Conferences of the Evangelical Allance
comaenced on 1be Sth inst., whep a kind of preliwi-
nary committee meeting was heid, at whick Sir Cul-
ling Eardly presided. Awmong those present were—'
Rev. J. Jenkinson, vicar of Battersea ; Rev. Bapust
W. Noel, Rev. Dr. Steane, Rev. C. Jackson, Rev. R.
H. Bagnes, Rev. Ridley Herschell, Rev. J. H. Hinton,
Rev. 5. Y. Rigg, Rev. W. M. Bunting, Rev.J.P.
Dobson, Rev.J. H. Bernau, Rev. H. Schmettan, &e.
At 5 o'clock the public services began at the Garni-
son Chburch, which is capable of containing 2,500
people. There was a very good attendauce, the wid-
dicanles at the church bemg nearly fillad by Luther
an clergyen. ‘The service, says the Iecord corres-
pondem was wholly of a devotional character, prayer
being offered in the German, French, and English
Janguages, for the abundant blessing of the God and
Fatber of all on this great assembly of bis professing
people.  Mr. Nuel prayed in Bogiish :— .

The next moraing 1here was a very full attendance
in the Garrison Church to bear the address of saluta-
tion and welcowe by Dz Krummacher, the Court
Clhaplsin at DPotsdam.

Mr,
Cairns, of the Scotch Church, gave a brief analyss of
it atierwaids in Ioglish, trom wh.ch it appeared that
the cbicf points touched on were the preat central

felt glad at the approaching union between the two
countries ; bus, above all, he experienced a deeper joy
atthe thouaht of that one boad of living union wbich
was theirs as sorvants and dusciples of the Lord Jesus
Christ.

ing a {riendly word occasionally to thoss whom he
