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THE BIBLE MANY, YET ONE.*

E who believes the Bible to be the Word of God believes
a fundamental truth for which he ought to have clear
and conclusive evidence. It assumes to speak with great author-
ity in the name of God on the most momentous of all subjects,
and to be a record of His Divine will. Suchis the nature of the
claim which the Book itself puts forth, and which is put forth in
its behalf on the part of its advocates.  But when this claim to a
Divine origin and authority is advanced we need not wonder if
cvidence be demanded and proofs required as to this special
ground of belicf. By what arguments is this peculiar claim
substantiated ? What proofs are available to show that the
Bible is what it claims to be: “The Word of God that liveth
and abideth forever.” The past has shown that the truth, like
Him whom it reveals, will always be a sign that shall be spoken
against. And hence the need of adequate proof that holy men
of old spoke as they were moved by the Holy Ghost; and that
all Scripture is given by inspiration of God.
