REv. AND DEaR BReTHREN,—During tho winter of 1868, I addressod you on tho
subject of our Indian Missions, and requested that a collection in aid of the funds
1equired for their support should be made throughout the Diccese, during the season

. of Lent in that year. Tho responso to this was so far satisfaotory that enough was
obtained to supplement other sources of income and meot all pressing expenses.

Since the 1st Janunary, 1869, the annunl grant of £50 sterling per annum from
the Socioty for tho Propagation of the Gospel, in aid of the mission on Manitoulin
Island, has been withdrawn, and consequently s heavier burden is laid upon tho
committeo whe have undertaken the duty of providing for the religious instruction
of tho Indians within tho compass of this Diooese.

Funds at the present moment are so much needed, that I have been requested to
solicit a collection in the several churches of this Diocese in aid of this cause, at as
early a period us possible. A small contribution from esch parish and mission,
given in this way, will, it is believed, meet the present emergency ; and as it is one
which, in materially aiding a good cause, would be so little felt by iundividuals, I
trust the appeal will be generally and generously met.

I would beg to name for this purpose Sunpay tus 1271 JunE, next, and to re-
quest that the amount collected may bo sent to Wx. P. ATrinsow, Esq., Seoretary-
