The saint
soon clanged Clure’s de-ires into an
unflinching resclution, and the Order
of the 1'oor Clares cnme into exist-
ence, with the rich and nohle danght-
er of Assisi as their foundress.
Notwithstanding the formidable op-
position raised by the family to her
vocation, Clare first drew her sister

Agnes to follow her example and:fin~
ally the other sister Beatrix and their
widowed mother. St. Francis estah-
‘lished St. Clare and her disciples mn
a house adjoining St. Damian’s
Church. This church was the secne of
many of St. Francis’ ardent and lov-
ing visits to the Most Blessed Sacra-
ment. In one of those visils, o voice
from a cruciiix said to St. Franvis,
still sceking his vocation: “Go,
Franeis, and restore My Ilouse vhich
I see falling into ruins,”” The humble
vouth interpreted these words in  a
material senze, and in juvor of St.
Damian’s Church, which was at that
time, in a state of dilapidation. ""He
was too humble, ’says abiographer,
“‘tobelicvethat God called himti'ran-
cis¥ tu restore the spiritual ruin of
the church. St. Clare's  body repos-
es in the crypt of this modest church.
For some 500 years, all 1race of the
saint’s relicswaslost untilin the year
1330 the body was found in a state
of wonderful preservation. It is dross-
ed ip the costume of the l'oor Clares,
a wreath of white flowers encireling
the brow and the fuce, hands and feat
uncovered.

CHURCIT  OF ST. MARY.—Before
tleaving Assisi and the Tmbrian Val-
Cley, pilgrims pay a visit te the
CChurch  of St Mary  of the  Angels
which is, perhaps, better Known as
the church of the Portinncuts.  This
"muagnificent  temple owes  its origin
to the great Ilominiean ool
