I have the honor to inform your Excellency that the above
proposals are acceptable to the Government of Canada and that the
Acting Secretary of State’s Note, and this Note in reply, which is
equally authentic in the English and French languages, shall
constitute an Agreement between our two Governments which shall
enter into force on this date. I have the honor, further, to
accept the proposal that this Agreement shall remain in force until
six months after the date of the receipt of notice of termination
by either government.
