DESIRING to improve the effectiveness of both countries i thxe investigation,
prosecution and suppression of crime through cooperation ami mutual assistance in
cruninal matters,

HAVE AGREED as follows:

PARTI

GENERAL PROVISIONS

AKDICLE1

QLg"teitMutalAk

1. The Contracting Parties shaU, in accordance with thfis Treaty, grant each other

the widest measure of mutual assistance in criminai matters.

2. Mutual assistance for the purpose of paragraph 1 shah be any assistance in
respect of investigations or proceedings in the Requesting State in a criminal, matter,
irrespective of whether the assistanc is sought or ta be provided by a court or somte
other authority. However, requests regardmng the taking of evidence of persans, the
production of documents and objects and the restraining of property sha emanate front
a court or public prosecutor of thc Requesting State.

3. Criminal matters for the purpose of paragraph 1 mean, for Sweden,
investigations or proceedings relating ta any offence* created. by the Penal Code or any
ailier offence subject ta the jurisdiction of a court, and, for Canada, investigations or
proceeings reiating ta any offence created by a law of Parhiament or by the legisiature
of a province.

4. Criminal matters shall also include investigations or praceedings relating ta
affences concerning taxation, duties, customs ami international transfer of capital or
payments.
