ExpraNATORY NOTE.

The Reinstatement in Civil Employment Act, 1942, assures
- to members of His Majesty’s Forces and to other specified
classes of persons undertaking special war services, rights
of reinstatement upon discharge from service in the employ-
- ment in which they were engaged at the time of acceptance
for service. ’

As the result of the experience gained in the administra-
tion of the Act, it has been found necessary to amend the
provisions of the Act, from time to time, in order to give
full effect to its purposes. Such amendments have been
made by Order in Council under the authority of the
War Measures Act and The National Emergency Transitional
Powers Act, 19/5.

The amendment to the Act herewith proposed gives
statutory effect to these Orders in Council by incorporation
in the Act with effect from the date of the enactment of the
respective Orders in Council.
