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Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): You can-
not even get at the box.

Mr. ILSLEY: It sbould lie the person who
bas tbe key to the box, not the executor.

Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): The will
should be delivered only to the executor, not
to, some person wbo miglit not be interested
under tbe will and miglit do away with it.

Mr. ILSLEY: Tbis does not say anything
about tbe executor. It says that the will may,
with the consent of tbe minister, be removed.

Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): And leaves
the matter open.

Mr. ILSLEY: I should like to get interim
supply tbrough before six o'clock.

Amendment agreed to.
Section as amcended agreed to.

Progress reported.

Hon. J. L. ILSLEY <Minister of Finance)
moved that the bouse go into committee of
supply.

Motion agreed to and the house went into
committee of supply, Mr. Vien in the chair.

Mr. ILSLEY: Thait is correct. No item is
fully passed.

Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): I under-
stand that the motion provides for one-twelfth.

Mr. ILSLEY: And one-sixth, in some
instances.

Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): Why are
there any instances where one-twelfth will
not be sufficient? Is this a request of the
treasury board, or just what is the position?

Mr. ILSLEY: 1 cannot tell the hon.
gentleman that.

Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): Does the
minister know what the explanation is?

Mr. ILSLEY: I looked at six items, and
ail of them seemed to be items where large
expenditures would be necessary in the spring.

Mr. HANSON (York-Sunbury): That must
be the answer. This is passed without preju-
dice to any discussion which may take
place at a later stage.

Motion agreed to.

Resolutions reported, read the second time
and concurred in.

$19,709,717.24 be granted out of the consolidated
revenue fund of Canada.

Motion agreed to.

Resolution reported, read the second time
and concurred in. Mr. Ilsley thereupon moved
for leave to introduce Bill No. 90, for grant-
ing to bis mai esty certain sums of money for
the public service for the financial year end-
ing the Slst March, 1942.

Motion agreed to, bill read the f1rst. and
second times, considered in committee,
reported, read the third time and passed.
