Hon. C. D. Howe (Minister of Trade 
and Commerce): The wheat board has booked 
a purchase of 300,000 tons of wheat for 
Poland to move out before July 31, and also 
has made a commitment for half of that 
amount of wheat to be exported in 1957-1958.
