1
arn informed by the National Museums of Canada that an
invitation to tender has been called to upgrade the textile
storage area at 1523 Laperriere Avenue, Ottawa. It is
planned to expand the humidified storage area of histori-
cal artifacts.

2. The other fourteen storage locations are considered
adequate for the type of artifacts stored, except as noted
hereunder. Ashton Press Bldg., Belîs Corners, Ontario: As
soon as adequate storage facilities become available,
artifacts of the Ethnology and Folklore Divisions will be
moved. 7 Murray Street, Ottawa, Ontario: As soon as
adequate storage facilities become available, artifacts of
the Canadian War Museum wilI be moved.
