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from elsewhere, hut it 1* of the utmost consequence 
that we should "build up our own body of teachers.
This can only he done if Canadian scholarship offers 
its prises, as in business and the professions.-nrRelatively high salaries - #2^3,000.00 higher 
than the highest now received in Arts and Applied 
Science - for a limited number of key men (say eight) 
will go far to attaining such a purpose, and in the 
total disbursement, is a relatively insignificant 
expenditure amounting to, approximately, 2 per cent 
of the present disbursement on salaries.

In addition to this, the Importation of 
learned men for short periods, as well as the 
foundation of further scholarships, are subjects for 
consideration that stand in the first line.
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
