Electric Railway Act, which only re­
ceived royal assent a few days ago, 
has been taken and the public will 
watch with interest the working of 
this advanced legislation.

The first municipalities taking ad­
vantage of the act, are those in the dis­
trict covered by the proposed Toronto- 
tJxbridge-Port- Perry electric road, 
and for these municipalities the neces­
sary form of resolution' asking the 
commission to take the initial steps, 
following the procedure under the 
Hydro-Electric Power Act has been 
prepared and sent to the various eoun-- 
cils for action. Markham passed the 
resolution on Monday and the Stouff- 
ville council has also taken action in 
the matter. The other towns and town­
ships will act as soon as they can meet, 
and it is hoped by all interested that 
the requests of a sufficient number, 
.upon which the commission may act, 
will be in the hands of the commission 
before the end of this week.
