POSITION N THE TONALE

Much Ammunition and Arms Fall
INto Their Hands_Enemy’s
Raid Kills Six.

ROME, Aug..25.—Via Paris, Aug. 25.
12.15 a.m.--The following official
statement from the general head-
quarters of the Italian army. datad
Auzust 25, was issued here tonight:

“In the Tonale zone after careful
artillery preparation, our troops car-
rled on the 21st, Pele Valle Stino,
(Noce) and compelled enemy detach-
ments occupying it to°retire, leaving
in our power eight sheds. Efforts to
retake the position were repulged, the
enemy suffering considerable -losses.
Quantities of arms, ammunition and
various materials have fallen into our
hands.

“This morning an earoplane flew
over Brescia and, evading the fire of
our anti-aerial guns, threw down four
bombs. killing six persons and wound-
ing several others—all of them civil-
ians.”

Veterans Advanced Three
Months' Pay Until Settle-

ment is Made.

TAKE PART IN PARADE

Overseas Battalion Will March

L.abor Dav—Permission
is Granted.

Official figures were announced last
night by the Toronto Recruiting Depot,
which showed that 172 active service
men were attested the day before and
95 examined and rejected. This brings
the total recruits attested up to Tues-
day night to 412, instead of 335, as at
first announced.

Another draft of overseas men left
Toronto for Nicgara camp yesterday
afternoon. They numbered 187, picked
from the 10th R.G., the 12th Yorks and
the 36th Peel. They will reinforce the
35th Battalion. At the armories the
187 men were addressed by Serg:.-
Major George Creighton on behalf of
Mayor urch. The men went to Nia-
gara by hoat at 6 p.m.

The militia department has now in
force the following arrangement in re-
gard to soldiers returning to Canada
from the front: On reaching Quebec
the men are handed a lump sum of
three months’ pay in advance. In the
case of a private receiving $1.10 a day
this would be roughly $100. This per-
mits the militia department having
three months to decide what pension is
due, and at the end of this period the
regular pension payments commence.

A provisional school for non-com-
missioned officers will shortly be start-
ed by the Queen’s Own. The class will
drill three nights a week, with pay of
50 cents a night for a certain period.
The class will probobly last for eight
weeks. ;

Soldiers for Parade.

The militia ‘lepartment at Ottawa
yvesterday gave consent for one of the
overseas battalions to take part in
Toronte’'s Labor Day parade. Dr. Nor-
man Allen of the Citizens’ Recruiting
League, who had sent Thomas Hook,
M.L.A, and E. W. J. Owens, ML.A,,
to Ottawa to see the military authoé-
rities about the matter, received a
telegram staing that they hadwon,
and that the unit would be sent to To-
ronto from Niagara Camp.

The Second Field Company, Cana-
dian Engineers, whose war strength
is 217 men, have enlisted for overseas
service 714 men. In addition the Sec-
ond Field Company hove a working
party of 140 men at Niagara Camp.

This week ,26 men were sent from
the training depot in Toronto to the
Divisional Signal Company of Engi-
neers at Rockliffe Camp, Ottawa. Al-
ready some men have been taken on
to'fill some of the vacancies, but there
are places for more such as university
men and bank clerks. Recruits should
epply at the Second Field Company’s
orderly room from 9 to 12 and 2 to 5,
daily, at the armories. Recruits found
satisfactory will, after passtng the
medical examination, be kept in train-
ing in Toronto until another call comes
from Ottawa.

of retreat from the Bug, while Field
Marshal Von Mackensen and Prince
Leopold of Bavaria continues their
efforts to envelop Brest-Litovsk.
As Grand Duke Nicholas still has
several lines of retreat open to him
and as his rear guards heretofore
have shown their ability to hold off
the Austrian-Germans until their re-
tirement was effected, military writers
here do not believe this plan will
succeed.

Petrograd officially reports tonight
that “on the front between the Bobr
and the . Brest-Litovsk  district, the
enemy continues to exert the great-
est pressure.”

The statement also says: “In the
Riga district there has been no change
in the situation. In the direction of
Jacobstadt and Dvinsk the fighting to
the westward continues on approxi-
mately the same fron:. In the direc-
tion of Vilna the enemy delivered yes-
terday only isolated attacks on the
front northwest of Ivje, which were
repulsed. =

“On the middle Niemen our troops,
operating on the left bank, gradually
are concentrating toward the river.

“On the sectors in the district south
of Vladimir-Volynski there were un-
smportant outpost encounters.

“In Galicia, on some sectors of our
front, there was rifle firing and isolat-
ed artillery duels.

Fall Back on Fortress.

Further progress is -elaimed in to-
night’s official statement from Vienna
which asserts that the rcsistance of
the Russions fighting southwest of
Brest-Litovsk was broken and they
were ‘iriven back to the fortress girdle
by the division of Field Marshal von
Arz and German troops. Claim isalso
made that the armies of = Archduke
Ferdinand and Gen. Koeyess, support-
ed by German allies, forced the Rus-
gians, who fought stubbornly, back
toward Lesna. The statement adds:

“Northeast of Vladova German forces
are driving the enemy further into the
marshy district. The cavalry, under
Gen. Puballo, is advancing on both
sides of the road from Kovel to Kobrin.
(Kobrin lies to the east of Brest-
Litovsk and is on the opposite side of
the dreaded Pripet marshes from
Kovel). o

MELBA IS COMING
T0 AID RED CROSS

World Famous Prima Donna

Will Use Wonderful Voice

for Soldiers.
THE BIRD OF PARADISE

Exhibition Attractien at Alex-
andra and Beginning of
Regular Season.

By an arrangement concluded yesterday
with the management of Massey Hall,
Mme. Nellie Melba , the world-famous
prima-donna, is coming to Toronto on
Oct, 4 to sing for the Red Cross. With
characteristic loyalty. and generosity, the
great Australian singer has agreed to
provide the services of herself and as-
eisting artists free of charge in a concert
to be given on that date, by which she
hopes to raise at least $10,000, which she
will place in the hands of the Red Cross
authorities as her “bit.”

_In recognition of the noted singer’s pat-
riotic offer, the trustees of Massey 11
have agreed to operate the big dudi-
torium on that night for the bare ex-
penses involved, glving up the profit
which would otherwise accrue to the hall
fund from a concert of this kind.

Ever since the war began, Mme. Melba
hag thrown herself heart and soul into
the Red Cross movement. On the out-
break of war in August/last she was in
Australia, where in recent years she has
spent much time with Her father. In the
past year she has raised more than $100,-
000 for the Red Cross and kindred pur-
poses. Her greatest success came in
Melbourne, April 27, when she gave a
concert in ald of the Belglan Relief Fund.
The total receipts of this concert were
$30,600. ' About two-thirds of /this sum
came from the sale of seats, and the rest
of it came from the sale of flags of the
allles, which Mme. Melba herself auc-
tioned off.

According to the account of the concert

contained in The Melbourne Ar of |'

April 28, Mme. Melba received $125 for a
Russian naval erlsign. The next flag sold
was that of Poland, and just before sell-
ing it Mme, Melba read a telegram she
had just received from Paderewski asking
for help for his countrymen. This flag
sold for $1000. The Australian flags
brought the comparatively small sums of
$300 and $200. One Union Jack brought
$250, apd another $150.

‘“Then,"” according to The Argus, ‘“Mme.
Melba unfurled and waved a Belgfs,n flag.
‘This flag,’ she said, ‘I hold in deepest
reverence. The whole world knows from
what it saved us all. It is to be hung in
this town hall as a memento. On a tab-
let beside it will be written the names of
those who bid £100. To each a replica
will be given, and I hope His Majesty the
King of the Belgians will sign it.’

Mme. Melba made the first bid herself
of £100. Her father, David Mitchell
raised it another £100, and it finally sold

CANADA'S INDUSTRIAL TOLL

By a Staff Reporter.

OTTAWA, Aug. 256.—During July 58
workmen were accidentally killed in
Canada and 2564 others were injured.
The fatalities included nine in mines,
seven in agriculture, five on steam
railways, five in metal trades. The in-
jured included 63 in steam railways, 45
in metal trades, 30 in mines, and 20 in
navigation.
