Nellie Melba , the world-famous 
prlma-donna, Is coming to Toronto on 
Oct, 4 to sing for the Red Cross.L With
characteristic loyalty, and generosity the 
great Australian singer has agreed to 
provide the services of herself and as­
sisting artists free of charge In a concert 
to be given on that date, by which she 
hopes to raise at least $10,000, which she 
will place in the hands of the Red Cross 
authorities as her "bit."

In recognition of the noted singer’s pat­
riotic offer, the trustees of Massey Hall 
have agreed to operate the big rihdl- 
torium on that night for the bare 
penses Involved, giving

Ever since the war began, Mme. Melba 

has thrown herself heart and soul Into 
the Red Cross movement. On the out­
break of war In August last she was In 
Australia, where In recent years she has 
spent much time with her father. In the 
past year she has raised more than $100,- 
000 for the Red Cross and kindred 
poses. Her greatest success 
Melbourne, April 27, when she gave a 
concert In aid of the Belgian Relief Fund. 
The total receipts of this concert 
$80,600. About two-thirds of Hhls sum 
came from the sale of seats, and the rest 
of It came from the sale of flags of the 
allies, which Mme. Melba herself 
tloned off.

According to the account of the concert 
contained in The Melbourne Argus of 
April 28. Mme. Melba received $126 for a 
Russian naval erfslgn. The next flag sold 
was that of Poland, and Just before sell­
ing It Mme, Melba read a telegram she 
had Just received from Paderewski asking 
for help for his countrymen. This flag 
sold for $1000. The Australian flags 
brought the comparatively small sums of 
$300 and $200. One Union Jack brought 
$250, apd another $160.

"Then," according to The Argus, "Mine. 
Melba unfurled and waved a Belgian flag. 
‘This flag,’ she said, T hold in deepest 
reverence. The whole world knows from 
what It saved us all. It Is to be hung In 
this town hall as a memento. On a tab­
let beside It will be written the names of 
those who bid £100. To each a replica 
will be given, and I hope His Majesty the 
King of the Belgians will sign It.’ "

Mme. Melba made the first bid herself 
of £100. Her father, David Mitchell, 
raised It another £100, and It finally sold 
for the extraordinary sum of £2100, or 
$10,600.
