Exhibition Gamé at Arena Criter-
ion of Clever Amateur Event
—Locals Shine at Finish.

Toronto hockey fans had their first
taste of 1915-1916 hockey Saturday night
at the Arena, when the Riversides of To-
ronto and the Hamilton Rowing Club put
up an exhibition mateh that resulted in
a score of 5-3 in favor of the home team.

Boyd,
the fast right wing man for Hamilton,
was able to land a neat goal five min-
utes after the gong rang, and just before
the closing of the first period Ethering-
