Commencing  shortly after ‘meven
o’clock and continuing = with “P{t_
periods of respite for more than h-a,q:f
an hour, the electrical storm which
broke over Toronto early last evening

* gurpassed in brilliance any other which

has visited the city during this summer
of storms. The drops of rain that feil
were noticeable for their bigness, and
were shown up brightly by the fre-

quent flashes of lightning which threw

the outlines of all the down-town build-
ings into high relief against the cloud-
darkened sky. The rain flooded every
city strest just as the theatre crowds
were preparing .to leave homes and
apartments for the central quarter of
the city and caught scores of persons
en route, il

The first warning of the approach
of rain came about six o'clock, when
the sky became overcast and bursts
of thunder were first heard. Remem-
bering the experiences attendant upon
former electrical disturbances this sum-
mer, the hordes of factory and office
employes issuing from their places of
work at that hour lost no time in get-
ting aboard street cars, each hoping
that the ‘“juice” would not fail before

his corner was reached.

No Hiteh in Cars,

But the general expectation was dise
eppointed, all précedents were falsi-
fled, and the Toronto public experi-
enced the novelty of seeing cars run-
aning and lightning flashing at the same
And even when the storm had
broken in earnest there was no hit:h.
Telephones became useless,  telegraph
Yines went‘down, putting a stop to .all
communication over the wires for some
time, but thru it all the street cars
made their regular trips.

Several -fire calls were sent in.dur-|.

ing’ the time of the storm, and altho
in several cases there was no more
serious damage than a little brgken
ghass, - considerable loss was sustained

by some of those owners who were:

unfortunate enough to have. their pro-
perties struck by lightning.

The Vigioria Presbyterian Church on
Annette street suffered most. A ool
of lightning struck the spire, glanced
dcwnward and tore a hole in the roof;
Several trees which © surround the
church building ‘were struck and limbs
were split off.

A brick building at 585 Gladstone
avenue, owned by M. J. West, sustain~
ed damage estimated at about $75 when
#t was struck by a shaft of lightning.
The residence of Dr. Risk at 260 Yonge
street and that of A. Layefsky at &4
Puclid avenue were struck and damage
to the amount of $60 resulted in ea>h
cas®. What might have been a seridus
fire was prevented by a casual passer-

by on Wilton avenue, who saw what |

he considered an excessive amount of
smoke coming from the chimney at No.
48, and turned in an alarm.

Ball of Fire.

The men on duty at the city morgue
declare’ that when. the storm was at
its height a ball of fire, which had
been conducted from the roof along the
fron rod which serves as a lightning
protector, darted into the office thra
# partially open window, - and glided
across the floor, being spent before it
reached the opposite wall.

After the storm had reached its
climax it Stopped suddenly, leaving the
air cool and sweet,

Telegraph Wire Down,

For two hours following the storm

the telegraph service hetween Montreal

1 &nd Toronto was completely .interrupt-

ed, the wires being down - at several
points east of Toronto. The lines south
of Buffalo and Syracuse -were also
affected, so that the Canadian Pacific
and Great Northwestern found great
difficulty in getting into communica-
United States.
The storm seems to have swept thru
eastern Canada and the New England
States and to'have put a crimp in tele-
graph and telephone  service over a
large area at about the same hour in
the evening.

Australia and the Empire.

Together Canada and Australia
represent seyven mililon square. miles
of British territo.y, or seven-twelfths
of the whole ot the British .Empire.
During the ‘early relations between
Great Britain and Australia, and for
mary y.ars after 1788, when the fires
white settlers established themselves,
the aftairs of the colonists were ad-
mnisterted by a governor, whose act:
were all subject to the contrgl of a
secretary of state in London. " In these
days, London was at an “immense
distance” from Australia, the seas un-
knmown, the science of steam navigation
undfscovered. Contrasted with <the
month’s voyage o fto-day, the early
p.oneers had no c:rtainty of peaching
Austialla, and were very surg that
th.y nevir would return. Now, each
Australian-bound emigrant cherishes
a gecret hope of returning to the moth-
erland, when he sess a dark, forbid-
ding future in’ front, and experienges
:ad feelings of exile as he leaves ais
native shores behind him 3
. Gift of Self-Government,

.‘In 1855, oneof the noble conceptions
of Britishérs, which ought to make the
“British Empire Immortal, was the gift
ot gelf-government to the people of
Australia. To some it may have seem-
ed that this meant the severing of the
contection with Great Britain as eagin
official ‘tie disappéared. "But the mir-
aculoug happened, for as each ‘ehain
was broken, the ties of affection be-
tween Au.tralia and the homeland in-
creased. A :

* “In my boyhood, 1 remember that
many of .th: colonists regarded this
close connection ag a danger, and there
were thore who ihdulged in dreams of
a republic. Today the people of Aua-
‘tralia have a :true’ conception of the
benefits which accrue from her rela-
tionship to the old eountry, and there
is nothing thrueut the  peoples, va'st
and scattered as they are, but a senti-
ment of gratituds for the magnificent
pewer which has watched over thas
yiung growth of Australia.
