London, April 8—With reference to
the despatch from Cairo to 1he Daily Tele-
graph, saying all the Anglo-Egyptian troops
have been removed from Omdurman, ow-
ing to the persistence of cerehro-s{)lnnt
meningitis, due to the former unsanitary
condition of the town, Surgeon-Major Muir,
who has just returned from the Soudan,
says: ‘‘The position there Is extremely
serfous. We had this trouble from the
first with the Egyptlan troops, but the Brit-
ishers did not suffer, because they were
surrounded by the utmost precautions. The
disease is due to unsanitary conditions, such
as probably prevailed In the case of the
hastily orgnnfze(l Cuba campaign. Onr
enmpaign on the Upper Nile was lanned
with time in our favor, and thus the best
sanitary arrangements could be 'gnnde for

the British soldiers, who escaped.
