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AGAINST TAX ON GRAIN.

London, May 26.—The tax rate cn
grain has proved so unpopular thru-
out the country and has had such an

unexpected effect in reuniting the

Liberal party with a most effective
election cry that there is little doubt
the governmnt will wicome an excuse
to drop it.

The belief that the government in-
tends to drop the tax on grain is €o
strong that all members of the House
of Commons who have leanings toward
protection’ met informally ‘last night
and sent an appeal to the Ministers
to dispense with this tax.

Another strong reason for the desire
to do away with this tax is the ‘effect
it has had in the colonies, where it has
been regarded as an opportunity to
demand preferential treatment—a Ge-
mand which will be strongly pressed
at the coming conference of colonial
premiers in Londcn, and which is like-
ly to cause the government consider-
able difficulty by emphasizing a sharp-
1y defined divergence of opinion in the
cabinet.

There the Chamberlain party is ad-
vocating “Zellverein” policy and the
retention of the grain tax, while the
Balfour party advocates just the 1ie-
verse. Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, the
Chancellor of the Exchequer, is said
to be quite willing to” surrender the
tax on grain.

Montreal, May 26.—The special cor-
respondent of The Montreal Star in
Wall-street, regarding the heavy buying
of C.P.R. stocks, says that some of
the largest holders are anticipating an
attempt on the part of American capi-
talists to secure the property, and are
buying the stock in large quantities to
prevent such a coup.

The land sales of the company have
recently been enormous, and its income
from regular traffic, aside from these
sales, shows a large dividend on the
stock. But it seems hardly possible
that the prolonged activity in a stock
of this character can be based entirely
on considerations of its earnings. The
indications rather point to an absorp-
tion of the stock for the purpose of con-
trol.
