Have the Land at a Nominal
Rental,

PRINCIPLE WAS TURNED DOWN

Aldermen Have Interesting Discas-
sion on Religious Matters—
City Hall Notes.

The pot almost boiled over during
the meeting of the City Council yester-
day afternoon, all on account of a little
matter which involved a big principle.
The little matter won out with the big
principle a close second. It was all over
the rental of St. Andrew’s Church on
the Island, and it led to a long discus-
sion, based upon the desirability of
keeping the church and the state in
separate neighborhoods. i

About eight years ago the Assess-
ment Commissioner said the ground
cccupied by the church, apd the resi-
dence for the rector, was good for a
rental of 90c per foot per annum for
twenty-one years. This would mean a
yearly rental of about $85, but the
parties who control the church balked
s‘t paying so much, and wrote last
week, stating that the residents had
expended $5000 in erecting a church
and a house for the clergyman, and
o{\'lug to the transitory nature of the
population on the Island, and the fact

‘| that the season was only.about twelve

weeks in the year, the cost of the
buildings had not yet been defrayed.
Further, it was pointed out that diffi-
culty was experienced each season in
raising sufficient money to pay the run-
ning expenses of the church and the
interest on the debt. It was claimed
that the church had increased the value
of Island property, and it was attend-
ed by residents who had scruples
against using the ferry to come to a
city church on Sunday. Another peint
was that altho the Anglican
was followed the church was open‘ufu
all denominations.

On the above grounds, a nominal
rental was asked, and the Board of
Control recommended that it be placed
at $25 per annum for twenty-one
years, from 1895, altho the Mayor ob-
jected to the recommendation being
sent to Council.

Found Oppesition,

When it was taken up yesterday, Ald.
Noble tackled. it vigerously, and said
the church and the state were getting
along well separately, and it was "hest
to keep it that way. He said a lot of

people who paid taxes did not go to|

church, and if:this went thru it meant
that they would have to pay taxes for
those who did. He moved that the re-
commendation of the Board of Control

be struck out, and that a proper rent

be paid for the church and the clergy-
maun’'s residence.

Mayor Urquhart supported him, and
said it was practically an exemption
which in thirteen years would total
$1272, without counting interest. It
was liable to lead to similar requests
from other denominations, and would
be a bad precedent.

Aldermen as Christians,
Ald. Fleming said there was a depu-

tation present, and he moved that they |

be heard. W. H. Lockhart
and John Massey-addressed the Coun-
¢il, and the former said he talked to the
alderment as Christian . men. They
stated their cas¢ as above, and Mr.
Gordon resented statements that mil-
lionaires attended the church, and
could wipe out the whole debt, as
well as pay a just rental. “We don’t
go _to them, and they don’'t come to
us,” he said, with pride.
