In order to suitably-unveil the mem-
orial the Dufferin Rlifles of this city
hive enlisted the support of the Queen’s
own Rifies of Poronto and the 13th
Regiment, Hamilton, The monument
will be unveiled to-morrow afternoon
by Sir Frederick Borden, Minister of
Militia and Detence, and 1500 soldiers
will participate in the ceremonies.

The Hamilton regiment arrived short-
1y before 10 o'clock last evening by the
T., H. & B. A heavy rain was falling,
end the men were escorted by the Duf-
ferin Rifles to Agricultural Park,where
their advance guard had erected tents,
in which they at once took sheiter, De-
spite the rain there were hundreds of
spectators along the route of march,
and the meun were cheered to the echo.

Queen’'s Own Arrive,

It was nearly midnight when the spe-
cial train from Toronto, bearing the
Queen’'s Own, rolled into Market-strest
Depot. The Dufferin Rifles had return-
ed from the park and accorded the
distinguished visitors a heagly wel-
come. In record time the regiment
formed up, and amid the greatest en-
thusiasm marched to the park, where
they were cheered again and again by
their brother soldiers of the 13th. Not-
withstanding the fact that rain was
falling heavily, the whole ¢camp turned
out, and the men forsaking their bunks
joined in general expressions of con-
gratulation. The local regiment furn-
ished th= visitors with hot coffee. Dur-
ing the early hours of the morning the
rain ceased, and the men turned in to
enatch a moment’s rest and sleep, The
Toronto men were quartered in the Ex-
hibition buildings at the park.

Astir Early Sunday,

Sunday morning broke fine and fair
and the entire camp was astir
at an early hour. Breakfast was hur-
vied thru in campaign style, and the
men took an hour' for, preparing for
church parade, which was held in Vic-
toria Park, a charming spot in the
centre of the city, at 9.30. At that
hour the Dufferin Rifles appeared af
the park, and tfie line of march was
formed. Lieut.-Col. Peilatt acted as
brigade commander. Major Mewburn
of the 13th wuas brigade major. The
Queen's Own headed the parade with
515 men, the 13th came next with 509
and the Dufferin rifles followed with
250. In addition the three regimental
bands and bugle bands were in line,|
and the Army Medical Corps of TaA-
rYonto and Hamilton, the Q-O.R. signal
corps, ambulance corps and the Brant-
ford Collegiate Cadets. All told the!
parade numbered about 1600 men
Mapjor Mason commanded the Quaen's |
Own; Lisut.-Col- Stoneman the 13th,|
and Lieut.-Col. Cameron the Dufferin
Rifles. Mr. Forneret, chaplain of
the 13th, preached a patriotic sermon
in the course of which he urged the
men to be regular attendants at divine
worship,

The servica concluded at 11 o'clock
end the men again marched to Agri-
cultural Park, thru streets gaily de-
corated with flags and bunting, and
lined with people. The splendid ap

Ottawa, May 24.—Victoria Day ser-
vices were of a highly patriotic order.
Flags and flowers decorated the walls
and platform in profusion. Addresses
were delivered by Dr. Russell, M. P,
Hants, N. 8., and Ralph Smith, M, P,
Vancouver Island, B. C.

Dr. Russell, in the course of a bril-
liant discourse, said that the true rems-
edy for most of the socfal and political
evils of our time was less an insistence
{upon our own rights than a fullerge-
| cognition of the rights of others, both
{as to the state and individually.
| Mr. Smith spoke upon the posgibili-
| ties of Methodism in <Canada. His
|view was that, while a changed per-
ispective had resulted in greater oppor-
| tunities for physicdl and intellectual
| development, yet a population of six
| million, physical and intellectual giants,
would still be a menace to Canada’s
{welfare unless moral cultivation were
| added, and he knew of no agency more
{ capable of imparting that moral culti-
| vation than the Methodist Church,

BEE STINGS FOR RHEUMATISM.

German Docior Snys He Has Thus
Cured 500 Cases,

Berlin, May 24.—Dr. Perc of Mar-
burg addressed a brilliant gathering of
physicians the other day on the heal
ing properties of bee stings in cases of
rheumatism of the joints and muscles,
The professor pointed out that it has
been known from time immemorial as a
cure among the poorer classes of people
who have no faith in medical science.
He has tested it thoroly and proved its
efficiency in 500 cases.

If a patient is suffering from rheum-
atism the stung part does not swell at
first, nor until the bee poison is ‘fre-
quently introduced. Then the rheu-

matic pain gradually vanishes, Dr.
Perc allowg his patients to be stung at
first by a few bees and then gradually
increases the number. In one sitting
he allows seventy bees to sting the pa-
tient. He described the case of a
woman who suffered excruciating tor-
tures from rheumatism. In the course
of her cure she was stung 6952 times,
and this resulted in a complete cure:

FISHERIMAN DROWNED,

Ottawa, May 24.—John Beihler, aged
28, a bricklayer, was drowned in the
rapids of the Ottawa above Hull to-
day. He was fishing on a boom pler,
stumbled over a broken plank, and fell
in. The current carried him under
a platform, and he was drowned. A
compdanion nearly lost his life trying to
save Beihler.

PRINTERS MAKE DEMAND
04 OTTAWA GOVERNMENT

Bill Fixing the Wages of Printing
Bureau Employes May
Cause Trouble.

Ottawa, May 24.—(Special.)—The gov-
ernment may have a strike on its
hands before long. The bill which the
government nas introduced in the Com-
mons to give legislative effect to the
Order-in-Council of 1893, fixing the
wages of the bureau of printers at the
rates paid in Montreal and Toronto is
regarded by the Ottawa printers as
blocking their chance of enforcing the
demand made upon the employing print-
ers last March for an increase of pay.

A deputation representing the Ottawa,
Typographical Union waited upon Hou.
R. W. Beott, Secretary of State, on Sat-
urday, in reference to the bill. The
delegates wemre accompanied by Ralph
Smith, M.P.,, and A. W. Puttee, M.P,,
also by Dave Wilson of Toronto, orgau-
izer of the International Typographical
Union. It was represented to the Sec-
retary of State that it was unfair, ow-

ing to the high cost of living in Ot-
tawa, to have the scale of other cities
apply to printers in the Capitai. It was
1 also suggested that the bill might be
amended so as to recognize the Ot-
tawa scale,all of which Mr. Scott prom-

4ised to comsider.

On Saturday night the Ottawa Typo-
graphical Union met and heard the re-
port of the deputation, The union also
received the report of the Executive, to
the effect that the employers had ex-
pres=ed their inability to accede to the
deimmand made by the union in March
last for an increase in the scale, A
| vote was then taken, and the union al-
! most unanimously decided to adhere to
their demand for the increase. There
were 140 printers present. The increass
asked is from $13.530 to $15 per week
fir the bureau, where the eight-hour
day prevaijls. 1In other offices the in-
crease would amount to $2.50 per wezk,
with a reduction of one hour a day.

Montreal Railway Company Had
Forty-Five Cars in Services
Till 7 o’Clock.

Montreal, May 24. — Forty-five cars
running; two cars smashed; three men
‘and two wkmer in the hospitals; the
cars on the lines up to 7 o'clock; over
300 lights put out, and all quiet. thi®
evening; ten to twelve men under ar-
rest for intimidation, are some of ‘the
features of the day's strike record.

All was qulet in the eaily part cf the
day, and apart from cries of ‘‘scab,”
hurled at toe men empwyed, the oom-
pany sugceeaed 1n runmaog the dmited
number of cars. Unfortunately, Low-
ever, a parade of strikers was permit-
ted, ana whenever tnis body of men
came into contact with the cars, trouble
ensued. There was_a conilict on St
Denis-street at - o'clock and another
on last 8St. Catharine-street a little
earlier, with the results as given above,

Quite -a number of conductors and
motormen from the &t. Henrl Shops
refused to join the strikers, and stuck
to the company, who claim that “they
will have 70 cars on the lines to-mors
row, and this number will be increased
from day to day.

The reason for stopping the cars. at
7 w'clock was the danger passehgers
might run from stones and other mis-
siles,

Despite the strike of the electrical
workers, the Montreal Power Con,
has kept its plant running, and the city
lighting has not been interfered with
to any extent. altho the wires have
beén cut. There talk of the logg-
shoremen again going ~ut on strike, in
sympathy with the etriking street car
men and electrical workers.

Run of 343 Miles on French
Territory Completed in
Eight Hours.

Paris, May 24.—In view of the num:
ber of accidents, some fatal, in the
| first stage of the Paris~Madrid auto~
| mobile race from Versallles to Bor-
deaux, Premier Combes has forbidden
the continuance . of the contest on
French ‘territory. The second stage
of the race, which was to have been
continued Tuesday, included a run over
French territory from Bordeaux to the
| Spanish frontier. Premier Combe's ac
tion will probably lead to the race be-
: ing abandoned.
| ‘The first stage from Versailles to
| Bordeaux, 343 miles, finighed at noon
| to-day, when Louis Renault dashed af
\a furious pace into Bordeaux, having
made a record run of eight hours and
27 minutes. An hour later M. Gabriel
arrived with a still better record of
eight hours and seven minutes. It 1=
estimated from the time made that
| these automobileg covered 62 miles an
hour on the road outside the cities.

These victories, however, were cloud-
ed by a series of accidents, having In
one case at least a fatal result. At
least two cars were wrecked, and Mar-
cel Renault, the winner of the Paris-
Vienna race last year, Lorraine Bar-
rows, a very well known automobil-
ist, and Renault’s chauffeur were ser
fously, it is believed fatally, injured |
while Barrows' chauffeur was killed.
Moreover, an unconfirmed report says
a serious accident occured near Angou-
leme in which the two occupants of an
auto, the owner of which is not yet
known, were serious'y injured, and twc
spectators were killed.
