ANTI-VACEI_I_\IATION BILL,

Mr, Kribs Feught Hard, But It Was
Finally Withdrawn.

Mr. Kribs, in the legislature last
night, moved the second reading of his
anti-vaccination bill. Te said the ob-
ject was to remove the compulsory
clauses of the Public Health Act ,and
read several letters from persons who
claimed to be permanently injured by
vaccination. Mr. Kribs said it was im-
possible to tell whether the vaccine
used was pure until it was used, and
then the victim would be a candidate
for the cemetery. He had a petition,
signed by 1271 residents of Galt, which
has just had a smallpox epidemic, in
favor of his bill.

Mr. St. John was fully in accerd,
and said he believed the leading phy-
sicians were opposed to compulsory
vaccination. It was as impossible 1o
get pure lympH ag'it was to have a
wholesome disedse, Mr. St. John read
the opinions of some eminent physi-
cians against the efficacy of vaccina-
{ion.

Dr. Currie said 'the trouble was that
there wqs too much dirty vaecina-
]tlon, and, as a rule, where fata] re-
! sults followed, tetanus was due to the
patient scratching the infested arm.

I)r, Currie quoted professional auth-
ority, and mentioned one man who
would go a long way to quarantine
suspected persons, but who, however,
would not go as far as Rev, Dr. Car-
