Fisheries Act

brought, on ai this late date this particular government motion
to amend ai ibis stage.

Mr. Fleming: Mr. Speaker, if 1 might, 1 will be very frank. 1
read an explanation into the record this afternoon. That
explanation whicb 1 read into the record bas since been sent
off to Hansard. 1 wiil do my best in the absence of that piece
of paper. Sbortly before this bill came before the committee, at
the request of my minister 1 approached the fisheries and
environment crities of the officiai opposition, as well as the
critic of the NDP, witb regard to the possibility of bringing
forward a further amendment to this act in committee which
wouid in fact allow for civil liability in the case of fishermen
wbo suffered ioss of income as a resuit of pollution. They
considered it, and were agreeable. After that point in tirne it
was tabied and accepted in committee. 1 arn trying to explain
why it was so late in the day when that particular amendment
came forward.

1 sought that understanding from the opposition parties,
because it was feit it wouid probably be some time before the
Fisheries Act was again amended, and it was an important
clause to have inciuded aithough it deveioped late in the day.
As a resuit of that, officiais of the Depariment of Transport
had some concern that this new clause as it reads would have
an effect, or wouid ai least confuse. already existing powers for
liability that fishermen could claimi in so far as the Canada
Shipping Act is concerned.

The Department of the Environment and my minister did
not feel that was a problern, because there is an existing fund
of many millions of dollars for dlaims by fishermen against
pollution caused by ships within the conditions of the Canada
Shipping Act. In fact, to date there have been only two dlaimis
againsi that fund, for a total of about S635. We felt that was
proof enough that there was no concern necessary on the part
of the Department of Transport.

They believe that despite that argument, the shipping com-
panies might face seriousiy increased insurance costs as a
resuit of the Fisheries Act taking up this civil liability responsi-
bility as well as thc Canada Shipping Act. For that reason
unanimous consent was sought to table the arnendmient today
in order to accommodate them, since the essence of the clause
is to redress in some measure fishermen for loss of income
attributabie to land-based pollution.
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Motion agreed to.

Hon. lona Campagnolo (for the Minister of Fisheries and
the Environment) moved:

That Bill C-38 be armended in subclause 7(3) thercof by adding thereto.
immediately following line 16 on page 7, the foliowing subsection:

" (10.5) Notwithstanding anything in this section, subsections (10) and

within the mcaning of part XX of the Canada Shipping Act, constîtates a
dtscharge of a pollutant caused by or otherwtse attributabie to a ship.

Motion agreed to.
