SESSION OPENED

Great Crowds Attracted to U. S. Capital Today By Opening of
First Congress Called By President Taft—Purpose of

Special Session is to Enact

Tariff Legislation

Washington, March 15—Precisely at noon
today the extraordinary session of the
rixty-first congress, called by the presi-
dent for the purpose of enacting tariff 'eg-
dslation, began. The senate had already
to its credit a brief session of the new
congress, this being customary following
the incoming ‘of a new administration, in
order that cabinet and other - appoint-

' ments might be confirmed.

As is always with the convening of a
new congress, great crowds were attracted
to the capitol, but only a small percent-
age of these were able to get admittance
to either chamber. The senate being a
continuons body, its organization is com-
plete, although interest in today’s pro-
ceedings ‘centred on the new vice-presi-
dent, . Mr. Sherman, and the swedring in
of Senator Stephenson of Wisconsin, who
has been re-elected after a bitter fight’ in
the legislature of his state. At the other
end of the capitol, however, a different
situation was presented. The louse, with
its seventy-seven new members, had- to

organige, and this consumed considerable
time. \The various groups of members
marched down the aisles, and standing in
the well in‘ front of the rostrum, took the
oath of office. 'This completed, the' house
entered upon the work of electing a speak-
er. There seems to be no doubt that Jo-
seph G. Cannon was re-elected despite
“insurgent’” movement against him.

WEST END BURGLARS
FACE JUDGE FORBES

George Coles and Robert Ewing who
were arrested for burglarizing W. D. Bas-
kin’s grocery store on the West Side on
the night of Monday, March 8th, and were
sent up for trial by Police Magistrate Rit-
chie, appeared before his honor this morn-
§ng, having elected to be tried under the
speedy trials act. Both pleaded guilty,
and after Mr. Baskin and several witnesses
were heard regarding the character of the
prisoners. Mr. Baskin said he did not
wish to be hard on the men. His Honor
in addressing the prisoners, dwelt upon
the gravity of their offence, burglary after
night, the penalty for which he said was
fourteen years in the penitentiary.

His Honor addressing Ewing referred to
the fact that he was only a boy, being
scventeen vears old, and he thought he
had been led into the crime by Coles. He
allowed him to go on suspended sentence,
and advised him to get out of the city,
and added that if he ever came before him
again he would give him ten years in Dor-
chester. Ewing was then allowed to go, on
entering into a recognizance of %500 to ap-
pear before the court when called upon.

To Coles his honor said he would remand
him. until he had consulted the attorney-
general as to what action would be taken.
Coles was then remanded to jail.

The Consefidated Schoo] Erected at a Cost of $25,000 Burned

‘Mysterious Origin—Van Shed

Saved But Handsome Main Building is Completely Gone

The Consélidated school at XKingston,
Kings county was burned to the ground
last night. The main building with all its
contents was completely destroyed, but
the van shed situated about 100 feet in
the rear, was saved,, after some little
trouble. The building was built about
five years ago at a cost of about $25,
through the generosity of Sir William Me-
Donald, the Montreal tobacco millionaire,
It was the first consolidated school to be'
built in this province and was <built on
the highest point of land in the village,
was two and a half stories high and was
built of brick, with a stone basemen

A telephone message irom F. Arnold
Jewett, B. A., principal of the'school, this
morning, furnished particulars of the de-
struction of the building. He stated that
about 6 o’clock last evening the fires in
the furnace was started to heat the build-
ing ready for the resumption of work to-
day. ;
‘fore 10 ‘o’clock when everything appeaved
to be all right.. About 10 o'clock flames
were seen at one end of the structure and

PERSIAN TROOPS
PILLAGE AND ’

St. Petersburg, March 15—A despatch to
the Novoe Vremya from Julfa, on the fron-
tier, between Persia and Russia, says that
1,000 Persian government horsmen and 500
infantrymen are marching on Julfa from
the Persian bank of the Araxes River, de-
vastating the villages in their path and
chooting down the people. Already ten vil-
lages, four of them inhabited by Russian
subjects, have been pillaged and burned.
The troops are ruthlessly killing ghe fleeing
peasants. Many women carrying their
children on their backs, attempted to swim
the Araxes to the Russian side, but they
were shot down. Three hundred homeless
families have taken refuge on an island m
the river opposite Julfa.
