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RUSSIA RAISING
. ANOTHER ARMY.
| An Immense Force May Be Mo-

bilized to Prosecute War to/
the End---Fears Gen. Line-

vitch Cannot

Without Enormous Losses.

Wwt, Petersburg, March 18,—2.10 p.
m.—Telegraph communication with

the rctreating Russian army, has
been cut for over twenty-four hours,
but the authorities hope it is only
temporary, declaring, that they have
no information that the Japanese
.have reached the railroad in General
Linevitch’s rear.

Nevertheless, with the curtain
down, the war office, naturally is
Lbhe prey, of the direst forebodings.
The 1ast word from the front was
contained in a telegram from one of
the Associated Press Russian cor-
respondents, the only correspondent
with the retiring army. It presaged
an attack from the rear, The tele-
gram, although dated Changtutu,
(forty miles north of Tie Pass) at
four o’clock, Thursday afternodn,was
sent from Kaiyuan, thirty miles
north of Tie Pass, and reached St.
Petersburg, only this morning. It
was very brief, saying simply that
the army was 'retiring in good , or-
der, and destroying the railroad as
it went, but was constantly pressed
by the Japanese, the rear guard ac-
tions, being continuous. There were
ominous words in the concluding
sentence, as inllows:—

. ‘“‘We believe the Japanese are mak-
ing a wide turning movement north
and that they are ready to fail up-
on- us, when we get out of the ring-
like group of mountains, which sur-
round the Tie Pass Gorge.”

Fear the Worst.

“In the long retreat to Harbin,the
Russians only have the advantage of
the Mandarin so far as Kai Yuan,
whence it bears eastward to Khirin,
whence the railroad continues north
to Harbin. According to the gener-
al staff, however, a' good wagon road
runs parallel to the railroad.

But for an army of a quarter of a
million men encumbered with impedi-
menta, with an active enemy releat-
lessly pursuing and operating on its
flank, and the constant threat of the
enemy closing the line of retreat, it
is admitted that the single railroad
and wagon road afford. poor pros-

pects of Gen. Lineviteh being able to |

bring off the remnants of the army
confided to his care without tre-
mendous sacrifice of life.

treat, it is recognized that the army
might be forced to capitulate.

A New Army.

In the mwantime, the mobilization
of a new army has already begun in
scveral provinces, althomgh the order
has not yet been published. A divis-
ion of the Imperial Guards at St.
Petersburg, received orders to-day.

The newspapers generally endorse
Linevitch’s selection as temporary
commander-in-chief, on the ground
that Kuropatkin’s lack of suecess
made his supercession imperative. At
the same time,'it is recognized that
Kuropatkin’s failure also rests on
other shoulders, and pity is express-
ed at his sad fate.

Will Go as Far as qusible.

Tokio, March 18.—Beyond the gen-
eral retirement of the Russians along
the railway northward, little is
known here of the details of the past
three days’ events in Manchuria.
Various reports of the number of
additional Russian prisonefs captured
are in circulation. One estimate is
20,000. It is impossible to confirm
the reports. There is much specula-
tion over the extent of the Russian
retirement. Harbin is regarded as
a logical base, but it is suggested
that they may attempt to hold the
i Kirim line, The country between
Kiauan and Sungari is inhospitable.

Washington, Mar. 18.—General Jos.
R. Hawley, who died here early this
morning, practiced law, occupied the
editorial chair, served as soldier
and statesman and for many years
was prominently identified with the
Republican party. He was born at
Stewartsville, N. C., Oct. 31, 18286.
He was admitted to the bar at Hart-
ford, Conn., in 1850, where he re-
pided. He entered the union army as
a captain at the outbreak of the civ-
fl war and for distinguished conduct
and meritorious service was advanc-
ed to the grade of brigadier-general
and brevet major-general. He remain.
ed in the military service until Jan-
uary 1866 and three months later
was elected governor of Connecticut.
He received the degree of doctor of

laws from Hamilton College, N. Y., |

from which he graduated and from
Yale university and Trinity college.
His congressional career began in
1872, when he was elected a repre-
sentative in the 42nd congress. He
took his seat in the U. 8 Senate,
Mar. 4, 1881 and was a member of
that body until the close of last con-

LITTLE BILL.

Wants Great Britain and
Uncle Sam to Pay Up.

L]

Berlin, March 18.—-The settlement
of the Samoan claims, has become a
rather touchy point with the foreign
office, &s it is not understood why
80 small a sum as $120,000 should
causc the United States and Great
Britain to hesitate in the payment.

The delay of years has, it is point-
ed out, been out of proportion to
the amount of the claims, and
the damages . are owing, according
to the arbitrator, to a lot of indig-
ent persons, the impression here, is
that Great Britain and the United
States have shown delay, amounting
to indifference.

It is admitted unofficially, howev-
er, that the claims for $120,000.
which were prepared by an Ameri-
can lawyer, are in excess of the ac-
tual loss. Germany has not made
any proposition to ‘the United
States, or Great Britain, but would
probably accept one-half the amount
of the ciaims if it was offered. The
sum of §25,000 mentioned in an
American despatch, as ,being all the
claims are worth, is looked on here
as a sort of bartering offer, not
becoming the subject in controversy.
