“Poison Pen” Letter Writer Active Again;
Author Is the Same Who Wrote to Ryan

New York, Oct. 9—The author of the poison pen letters who caused a 
, Grand Jury investigation of his activities several months ago continues to 
send scurrilous epistles, it was learned from District Attorney Banton yes­
terday. The prosecutor admitted that within the last month letters, similar 
to almost every detail to those received within the last two years by Allan 
A. Ryan and other prominent persons in this city, had been sent to George 
Maxwell, president of the American Association of Authors, Publishers and 
Composers, and another man.

The letters were turned over to Mr. Banton by Nathan Burkan, coun­
sel for Maxwell, and a new Investigation of their authorship was begun by 
Chief Assistant District Attorney Ferdinand Pecora, who some time ago 
presented evidence to the Grand Jury, based on Utters sent to Mr. Ryan, 
which resulted to an indictment being returned against Maxwell.. Maxwell 
was entirely cleared of the charge, however, and the indictment against him 
dismissed.

It was said yesterday that the letters bore only one noticeable difference 
from the letters which had been sent to many persons before the Grand 
Jury investigation. This difference was that no woman was mentioned. 
In a letter addressed to Maxwell the writer was said to have taunted him 
with the declaration, “We are still after you,” and added that the recipient 
need not believe that he had shaken off his annoyers.

Mr. Banton would not reveal whether it was Mr. Pecora's intention to 
begin a new Grand Jury investigation..
