New York, Sept. 25—A London cable 

says:
“A telegram to the Daily Chronicle from 

Milan says the Pope is pressing his cam­
paign against modernism in the church 
with renewed vigor, hie latest move being 
the summary banishment from Italy of a 
famous scholar, Padre Giovanni Smeria 
of Genoa, who enjoys the reputation of 
being the most cultured pulpit orator in 
the country.

“He is a great favorite in court circles 
and has been a frequent guest of Queen 
Margherita. He is the author of

works relating to the early history of 
the Christian church, which were origin­
ally published with the special sanction 
of the Vatican during the pontificate of 
Leo XIII.
“Some months ago the archbishopric of 

Genoa fell vacant, and Mgr. Caron, the 
archbishop elect, a man of extreme 

conservative sentiments, solicited 
condition of his acceptance of the office, 
the banishment of Padre Semeria, who 
for many years has presided over the 
Bamabite college there for youths of the 
upper dosses.

“This attitude of intolerance led a de­
putation of influential Genoese citizens to 
protest to the Pope and to petition the 
Italian government to withhold from the 
appointment of Mgr. Caron the royal ap­
proval, which indeed has so far been re­
fused, but Padre Semeria, by the Pope’s 
express orders, was sent away to Brus­
sels yesterday.”
